
Washburn City Commission Meeting 
November 14, 2011 6:30 pm 

 
 

The Washburn City Commission met on Monday November 14, 2011 at 6:30 pm in the 
Washburn City Hall.  The following Commissioners were present: Commissioner Hager, 
Laning, Bauer, Miller, and Moran, Commissioners Absent: none  
 
Commissioner Miller called the meeting to order.  
 
Bauer made a motion to approve the minutes for the October 10, 2011 Commission 
Meeting Laning seconded the motion, discussion followed about the report on the multi-use 
trail reported at the last meeting. Thompson stated it was a preliminary completion report 
and he will see all issues are corrected. Roll Call Vote “AYE” Laning, Bauer, Hager, 
Moran and Miller, “NAY” none, “ABSENT” none. 
 
Dwight: Can we schedule a meeting early in December to calculate the utility rate schedule 
for the 2012, to be presented at the December 12, 2011 meeting.  
 
Gwen Bosch: Would like to request a crosswalk sign with an arrow at the crosswalk on 7th 
Street. Dave Thompson reported he and Brad Rinas from the Washburn Public School are 
working together to sign the area for the crosswalk.  
 
Darrell Scheresky: Requesting to place an approach to his property from Northgate Road 
planning for future use. Laning reported he had looked at the site and did not see a 
problem with the placement as long as the drainage is engineered correctly for spring and 
summer runoff. Laning made a motion to allow the construction of the approach with the 
correct culvert and drainage being considered in the construction, Bauer seconded the 
motion. Roll Call Vote “AYE” Laning, Bauer, Hager, Moran, Miller, “NAY” none, 
“ABSENT” none. 
 
Michelle Effertz: Would like to have the Memorial Hall open in the evening for exercising. 
Commission stated an issue with the overseeing of the building and also that the building 
has rentals for activities during the week.  Effertz also requested the City Commission 
consider the rental of the Memorial Hall for a 4-H Archery Shoot. A net is set in place and 
the arrows are meant for indoor use so they skip on the hard surfaces and do not do any 
damage.  Laning asked for more information on the activity and the equipment to be used 
and the Commission will consider it at that time.  
 
Hager made motion that Hager and Bauer will perform employee negotiations and will 
present the recommendation at the next meeting, Laning seconded the motion, Roll Call 
Vote “AYE” Laning, Bauer, Hager, Moran, Miller, “NAY” none, “ABSENT” none. 
 
Letter to residents was reviewed and a few minor changes made. If the City Office does not 
receive any other changes we will send them by the end of November.     
 
Bauer presented an updated Personnel Handbook for employees of the City.  Summer 
hours were defined, clarification of benefits, harassment policy was updated to Dept. of 
Labor’s language, holidays and funeral leave updated, retirement explanation added per 
2010 Audit.  Hager made a motion to approve the update Personnel Handbook, Bauer 
seconded the motion. Roll Call Vote “AYE” Laning, Bauer, Hager, Moran, Miller, “NAY” 
none, “ABSENT” none. 
 
Liquor License renewal from the Lewis and Clark Saloon was presented for 2012, Moran 
made a motion to approve the license request, Hager seconded the motion. Roll Call Vote 
“AYE” Laning, Bauer, Hager, Moran, Miller, “NAY” none, “ABSENT” none. 
 
Hager presented the current building permit and would like to recommend the Planning 
and Zoning Commission look at the permit and make some changes. Hager volunteered to 
attend the next Planning and Zoning Meeting to work out the changes. Commission would 
like to see property owners be responsible to hire a surveyor to find the pins for the 
setbacks rather than the Public Works Department and possibly having a building 



inspector hired for the City to check all building projects.  
 
Dave Thomas presented preliminary costs to rebuild Border Lane and Northgate Road. 
And also to add Northgate to the next round of Oil impact grants. 
 
Hager made a motion to appoint Laning meet with NDDOT and Enerbase representing the 
City Commission for the land dispute in the Cenex Addition. Bauer seconded the motion. 
Roll Call Vote “AYE” Laning, Bauer, Hager, Moran, Miller, “NAY” none, “ABSENT” 
none.
