[bookmark: _GoBack]Official Meeting Minutes
Monday, January 13, 2020
6:30 p.m., City Hall

Members Present: Larry Thomas, Mike Herdt and Kit Baumann 
Absent: Noelle Kroll and Kollin Syverson
President Thomas called the regular City Commission meeting to order at 6:33 p.m.

Baumann motioned to approve the 12/9/2019 minutes.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Baumann motioned to approve the 12/18/2019 special meeting minutes.  Thomas seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas motioned to approve the financials.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Tom Link was present inquiring about the special assessment fund.  Eric Lothspiech with AE2S spoke with Karla of Nexus.  She stated she is very close to finishing their review, they were hoping by the end of this week.  Link asked why Nexus was chosen to perform this review, as we have a couple entities in town that do this kind of work, why did you not use a reputable company not associated with AE2S?  Price stated she reached out to multiple accounting firms including Hetletved CPA, and they were not interested.  Nexus was the only firm that was interested.  He is also concerned about the amount of special assessments; he is thinking we need to put a hold on the amount of special assessments.  He thinks the citizens are overtaxed.  

Roxann Tweeten, came asking for reimbursement for clean up due to sewer backup into her basement of her residence on 11/21/2019.  NDIRF has denied her claim for damages due to the City not proven to be negligent.  Tweeten asked how this could have been prevented.  Thomas stated there are a couple ways, there are endorsements for flooding/sewer backup or backflow preventor valve which prevents this from coming back into their homes.  Tweeten stated you have insurance for this.  Thomas stated we have liability insurance.  The City ordinance #140 states “The City is not liable for damage sustained by a customer of City utility services due to backflow of sewage system, failure to supply, interruption of service or any cause outside the direct control of the City.”   

Thomas motioned to forgo the actual reading aloud of Ordinance #152 an ordinance related to re-authorizing the grant of cable communications franchise in the City of Washburn.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Thomas motioned to accept the second reading of Ordinance #152 and final passage.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Herdt motioned to approve the gaming permit for the River Riders raffle.  Thomas seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.
Thomas motioned to approve the gaming permit for the Lions Club raffle.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas presented a Memorial Hall rental agreement from the Washburn EMS to use the Gym and upper Kitchen for half a day for a banquet on 2/1/2020.  They have asked for a waiver of the rental fees.  Thomas motion to waive the rental fee.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas presented a recommendation from the Sales and Use Tax committee’s 12/17/2019 meeting.  They are approving the request of $18,249.03.   Thomas is motioning to approve the $18,249.03 from the Community Development Streets Fund to the City of Washburn for the overage on the Main Avenue Street & Storm Sewer Project.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Chad Dahme representing the Park Board, provided a quote from AE2S to survey the transfer of land approved for the construction of the concession stand at the softball field.  He is asking for the City to pay for the $11,200.  Baumann asked if we can do a lease.  Herdt asked if we can do a quick claim deed.  Tabled.

Price indicated that the board is required at its regular meeting in January of each even-numbered year, shall designate the depositories of public funds.  Thomas motioned to designate Farmers Security Bank as the depository of its public funds.  Baumann seconded. Upon roll call, of all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Price presented a draft of a new Home Rule Charter that is necessary due to the designation of the members of the Sales and Use Tax Committee.  Due to WAEDA and the Civic Club dissolving, and the Home Rule Charter states two representatives from the Civic Club sit on the Sales & Use Tax Board.  This Home Rule Charter will need to be changed.  Thomas asked if we need to have a committee for this process.  Price stated no that the governing body may on its own motion cause a home rule charter to be submitted for adoption to the qualified electors of the City.  This new drafted charter removes these details from the charter and puts these details into a new draft of City Ordinance 136 A-2.  These two documents work together.  It is suggested to have in the Home Rule Charter the Powers given to the City per the Century Code.  And the details on how these funds are disbursed placed into an Ordinance, so as things change, you are able to make these changes a little easier.  These are drafts of these documents, so the board can get started on this process.    

Price presented a journal entry for the correction between the Intake Project and the Main Ave Street and Storm Sewer project.  An entry was made in error to the wrong fund and this entry corrects this mistake between the two funds.  Thomas motioned to approve this journal entry for $121,771.80.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.  The second journal entry is for the clean-up of the Balance Sheet retirement and group insurance liability accounts.  Due to timing and changes to these items in the year, these corrections are needed.  Herdt motioned to approve this journal entry for $5,089.62.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.  The third item was a transfer of the State Water Commission reimbursement from the General Fund into the Intake Project Fund for $16,761.78. This reimbursement is automatically deposited from them into the General fund and needs to be moved to the correct project fund.  Thomas motioned to approve this transfer.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.  The fourth item is a transfer of the Sales and Use Tax funding that was approved in November of 2017.  And moving this from the General Fund to the Intake Project Fund.  Thomas motioned to approve the transfer of the $63,000 to the Intake Project Fund.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.  The last item shows the 2019 shortage in the Special Assessment Fund.  As part of the 2019 budget, it was shown to transfer 204 Debt Service Funds into that fund to cover the shortage that we knew was going to happen in 2019.  If this is still the boards intent, these are the figures and document to be used to do so.  Thomas motioned to transfer $120,411.56 from 204 Debt Services into 500 Special Assessment Fund.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Lothspeich with AE2S gave an update on the following:
