Larry Thomas called the Washburn Sales and Use Tax meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tony Thoreson representing the Washburn Area Economic Development Association requested funding for the Economic Development & Marketing Director from the Sales and Use Tax Fund.  They are asking for $50,000 which will be used to fund the contract fee with the current Director.  
Thomas motioned to give WAEDA $25,000 for the director’s wages out of Community Economic Development.  Thomas asked three times for a second.  Motion failed due to lack of a second.
Dahme motioned to give WAEDA $50,000 for the director’s wages out of Community Economic Development.  Nelson seconded.  Kevin-nay, Olson-aye, Mike-aye, Chad-aye, Larry-nay.  Motion passed.
The Washburn American Legion came requesting $55,000 to be used toward the creation of a kitchen in the upper level of the Memorial Hall.  The Memorial Hall kitchen committee has created a proposal with an estimated cost of $110,000 and are requesting this funding to be used to move forward with this project.  
Dahme motioned to give the American Legion $55,000 from the Community Development Infrastructure to be used toward this kitchen project, with the provision that they provide receipts and return unused portion if they find other funding sources.  Kirkey seconded.  All members present voted aye.  Motion carried.
