Official Meeting Minutes

President Thomas called the regular City Commission meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Herdt motioned to approve July 27, 2020 commission meeting minutes. Simon seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 
Richard Perkerewicz requested a Charity Permit through the Washburn Fire Department for a poker tournament to be held at the Captain’s Cabin on August 16th. Thomas motioned to approve the permit. Simon seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 
Mike Manstrom with Colliers was present to discuss the refunding of our bonds that have a deficit. The city is putting in an additional $350,000 to buy down the principal and that in return will save the city roughly $70,000 annually with a total of $583,000 over the next eight years. Thomas motioned to accept the resolution authorizing issuance and sale of $1,725,000 refunding improvement bonds, series 2020. Simon seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 
Thomas discussed the building permit issue at John Kugler’s. His first initial permit was given in 2017 and three year later, after many granted extensions, the project has still not been completed. It was discussed on how to fine him if he does not get his fence completed. It was stated that the fence was up but that the alley is not filled in and that needs to be completed. Simon motioned to give Kugler two weeks to finish the wall and get the alley back in order by August 17th after that he will be fined $25/day. Herdt seconded. Stroh-nay, Herdt-aye, Simon-aye, Thomas-aye. Motion carried. 
Discussion was had on the preliminary budget. A special meeting was set for August 6 at 6:30 to finalize the preliminary budget and set a public hearing date.
