Price called the meeting to order. 

Brad and Alyson Teigen are requesting a lot split regarding Outlot A in SW ¼ 13-144-82 Adjacent to Lots 13-14-15 Blk 2 Renner Addition.  Currently Teigen, Merkel and Kienzle’s all own 1/3 of the property and they want to split this lot equally leaving each party with 1/3 interest.  The Teigen’s are trying to sell their property and would like the property split before the new owner takes over.  

Hummert explained that all three parties are aware of the lot split taking place, once the split is complete this will make each parcel compliant.  

Thomas stated he is not sure if this actually qualifies as a lot split or just the drawing of the actual lines.  All members agreed that this should be considered a lot split.
 
Thomas motioned to approve the lot split for Brad and Alyson Teigen and for it to be added to the agenda for the City Commission.  Seconded by Kaiser.  Motion carried.

Knutson stated that we will need to recertify the specials that are currently on this property.  

Thomas stated that a public hearing is not needed and this needs to be added to the City Commission budget meeting set for next week.  

Kaiser also discussed the Old Methodist Church and wondering what it is zoned since it looks like it is being rented out.  Thomas confirmed that it is a R1, this gives the owner to have up to 4 non-related people living in the residence at once time.  So the use of this building is currently acceptable under the Planning and Zoning Ordinance.
