Members Present: Larry Thomas, Noelle Kroll, Mike Herdt, and Kollin Syverson

President Thomas called the special City Commission meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Herdt motioned to approve the 1-13-20 minutes. Syverson seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Kroll motioned to approve the 1-17-20 special meeting minutes. Herdt seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Kroll motioned to approve the 1-29-20 special meeting minutes. Syverson seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Syverson motioned to approve the financials. Kroll seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Paul Bengston was present concerning the water billing for his garage. He disconnected the meter in September but keeps getting bills for only a couple of gallons. Discussion was held and Rothmann will check on the expected life of the batteries. Syverson made a motion to forgive the water bills from October to current. Kroll seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried.   

Thomas motioned to approve the special permit for the Captain Cabin with the stipulation that we need to see if the sheriffs approval is needed. Herdt seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Brent Sanders came asking for a reduction to his $2,000 bill for the sewer line work to the shared line with Boganowski. After much discussion, Herdt motion to approve reducing his bill to $1,000 and the city picking up the remainder. Kroll seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Hollie Matties came forward discussing Girl Scouts and what their mission is. There has been no troop the last couple years so they don’t have money for any funding right now. She asked that the commission waive their fees for using the Memorial Hall. Thomas stated that a check for a deposit would need to be turned in. Herdt motioned to waive the fees for 2020. Thomas seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Bruce Sailer was present with concerns regarding future road projects. He would like to know what the process is that they will follow. Thomas informed him that road projects are put on hold until the special assessment deficiency issues can be resolved. He also informed him that they will try to give the residents an idea of what the road projects will cost prior to starting the project. 

Washburn Park Board – Land transfer was tabled. Still working on it. 

Water Treatment Plant needs a new pump. Adam received a quote of $5608.45 for the repair kit. It isn’t working currently unless its done manually. Syverson made a motion to approve the purchase of a new kit. Thomas seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Water Treatment Plant membranes are nearing the end of their useful life. A contract was received by Suez. The membranes would need to be purchased by June to receive the contract price. The best bet is to purchase the membranes under this contract and sit on the membranes until needed to be put in. The storage life of the membranes is one year. Syverson will have actual dollar amount for next meeting. He will also reach out McLean-Sheridan Rural Water to see if they will help out with the bill at all.
