Meeting Minutes
Wednesday, February 13, 2019
5:00 p.m., City Hall

Members Present: Larry Thomas, Mike Nelson, Leslie Fiedler, Chad Dahme, Jenell Olson

Larry Thomas called the Washburn Sales and Use Tax meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
McLean County Sheriff’s Office requested funding for the updating the in-car video equipment in patrol unit S12 used by Rick Richard.  They are asking for $3,539 to upgrade from the Digital Alley DVM-500 system to Martell DC-6.  Thomas is unsure that they are unable to use Economic Development Funds.  He read from the Home Rule Charter “The community development and infrastructure may be used for the purchase of construction, operation and maintenance of Washburn area capital improvements including, but not limited to, street system, water system, sewer systems, public safety improvements, park system improvements or other projects which are deemed important for the betterment of the community by the Washburn Sales and Use Tax Committee.”  Nelson asked could this be a public safety improvement?  Olson is concerned because the McLean Sheriff’s deputies cover all of McLean County.  How do you divvy out the portion that Washburn should cover?  Thomas motioned not to approve this request for economic funding.  Dahme seconded.  All members present voted aye.  Motion passed.
Mark Lelm and Richard Perkerewicz were present requesting funding for the Ambulance Squad.  Thomas was concerned because they did not have all the requested documentation available that they wait to act on this request until they do.  Nelson motioned to table until they have all the required documentation.  Olson seconded. All members present voted aye.  Motion passed.
Thomas motioned to see all requests of funding provided to the committee one week before their scheduled meeting.  Fiedler seconded.  All members present voted aye.  Motion passed.
Nelson asked for clarification as to why the Economic Development Director Funding motion that was passed at their last meeting was changed in the City Commission meeting to be divided into two payments and with the stipulation that they provide monthly updates of activities and accomplishments to the City Commission and Sales and Use Tax Committee?   Thomas stated this motion was changed at the last City Commission meeting to rescind “the stipulation that they provide monthly updates of activities and accomplishments to the City Commission and Sales and Use Tax Committee”.  David Lindell has given a legal opinion that they are unable to add these stipulations, but is ok with the dividing of the payment into two disbursements.
