Official Meeting Minutes

Members Present: Larry Thomas, Mike Herdt and Noelle Kroll

President Thomas called the regular City Commission meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Kroll motioned to approve the 2/10/2020 minutes.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Kroll motioned to approve the financials.  Thomas seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Calla Edwards was present asking permission to do the community garden again. The park board won’t be using that spot this year and they are ok with it. Herdt motioned to approve doing a community garden again this year. Kroll seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried.  

Sheila Hoffert was present asking if the City would be interested in joining websites with the new Washburn group, Washburn Life. Tammi Jo Taft with AE2S was also present to discuss what their website has to offer. There is already a contract in place so it would be no additional cost to the city. Tammi Jo is going to put together a power point presentation for the next meeting on how the website functions. 

Thomas informed everyone that load restrictions were put in place on March 4th. The city follows the county who follows the state. 12,000 lbs per axle and 65,000 lbs gross.

Rothmann informed us that we received an estimate from SRS Services, LLC to replace the pump at the water intake. Chris Trzpuc will use his crane to remove the roof and pull out the pump. Discussion was had on replacing both pumps or one. It was decided to just replace the one not working right now. Thomas motioned to approve replacing one pump at a cost of $15,806 plus freight, plus crane fee of $100/hour. Kroll seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Lazier presented a quote from FuelMaster Plus to update software as it is currently out of date. There was discussion on using just credit cards instead of the cardtrol system currently being used for water salesman. Thomas motioned to approve just going to straight credit cards instead of the cardtrol system providing its doable. Kroll seconded. Discussion was if it’s not feasible it will be addressed at next meeting. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried.

Kroll addressed the auditor position that had been advertised. Kroll made a motion to reject all applicants. Thomas seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. Options will be considered and addressed with the entire commission.  
Karla Klein was present. She informed the commission that Pat Carpentier could no longer serve on the forestry board. Jessica King has volunteered. Thomas motioned to approve Jessica King to the forestry board. Herdt seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Thomas would like to increase the salary for the deputy auditor for stepping up and filling in. Thomas motioned to increase salary by $1.52/hour. Kroll seconded. Discussion had on the effective date and effective March 9th. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion  carried.
