Thomas motioned to add Chelsey Lazier as a signer of the bank account. Syverson seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Syverson motioned to extend advertising for the deputy auditor position until May 1st. Right now isn’t a good time to be interviewing and bringing someone new in. Herdt seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Syverson motioned to hire Ben from last summer as summer help again this year with a .25 cent raise. Kroll seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried.

Thomas made a motion to advertise for a full-time public works employee through May 8th. Syverson seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Membranes at water treatment plant are nearing the end of their life. The intent is to purchase by the end of June to arrive here this fall and replace next fall. Syverson made a motion to purchase the membranes at an amount $292,410 that includes the membranes, freight, installation, and travel. McLean-Sheridan Water did agree to pay 10% of the cost. Thomas seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

The current handheld water programmer that the city has is broke. Syverson made a motion to proceed in purchasing the Trimbell TDC600 for $4600 that includes the handheld and software support. Kroll seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Thomas informed the commission that our bond from 2013, which is the bond we have our deficiency in, is up for refunding. He is going to talk with David about this.
Thomas motioned to accept declaration of emergency for the city in retrospect to Covid-19. Syverson seconded. Kroll abstained from vote due to her employment. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried.
