Larry Thomas called the Washburn Sales and Use Tax meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
The Washburn Fire Department requested funding for Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) replacement.  They are asking for $48,000.00 to cover the city’s share of the total $96,445.08 it will cost to replace all fourteen (14) outdated 15 year old SCBAs and one spare tank for each unit.  Clayton Verke stated they have asked for donations and applied for grants, so the actual request may be less.  Fiedler motioned to approve up to $38,000 from the Economic Development Infrastructure account.  Nelson seconded.  All members present voted aye.  Motion passed.
The Washburn American Legion requested funding for the Memorial Hall electrical power supply upgrade.  This upgrade is required to get the electrical service at the Memorial Hall up to code.  This would allow the shut off to be just one main switch and one meter.  Thomas motioned to approve up to $30,000 from the Economic Development Infrastructure account and if the billing is less, the remainder will be returned. Nelson seconded. Nelson also asked for an itemized billing for this upgrade.  All members present voted aye.  Motion passed.

Per Terry Dworshak, this is phase two of a three phase plan for an improved audio/video system for the Memorial Hall. The total of this phase of the project is $26,842.00.  The American Legion will cover the remaining balance.  Nelson motioned to approve $9,000 from the Economic Development Infrastructure account.  Dahme seconded.  Olson- aye, Fiedler-aye, Nelson-aye, Dahme-aye, Thomas-nay. Motion passed.
