Washburn City Commission 
Official Meeting Minutes
Monday, May 11, 2020
6:30 p.m., City Hall

Members Present: Larry Thomas, Noelle Kroll, Mike Herdt, Kollin Syverson, and Kit Baumann 
Absent: None
President Thomas called the regular City Commission meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Thomas motioned to approve the April 9, 2020 Board of Equalization minutes.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Syverson motioned to approve the April 13, 2020 commission meeting minutes.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Kroll motioned to approve the April financials. Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas motioned to approve Gaming Site Authorization for the Washburn American Legion Post #12 for Memorial Hall from 7-1-2020 thru 6-30-2021.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Kroll motioned to approve Gaming Site Authorization for the Washburn American Legion Post #12 for Captain’s Cabin for 7-1-2020 thru 6-30-2020.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Kroll motioned to approve Gaming Site Authorization for the Washburn American Legion Post #12 for Riverboat Saloon for 7-1-2020 thru 6-30-2021.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Baumann joined at 6:36 PM.

George Buchholtz was present with concerns about dirtbikes being rode in town on vacant lots and the nuisance of the noise. They are kicking up dust. Baumann was going to visit with the sheriff department and see if they could have a conversation with them. 

Emmy Barnick was present with the Captains Cabin. She asked the commission if they would consider amending the ordinance to service alcohol before noon on Sundays. Thomas made a motion to amend the alcohol ordinance #139 section 9 to 11 AM instead of 12 PM on Sundays. Baumann seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. Emmy then inquired about an outdoor movie night beside the Captains Cabin. The American Legion has a movie license, so she was going to check with them about using that and proceeding forward. Her final agenda item was inquiring about an outdoor patio with some picnic tables and chairs set up. Discussion was had about looking into the ordinance and if it were within limitations, they could move forward with it. 
Herdt informed the commission that people are taking black dirt from up in Heritage Heights. The city does not want to sell it. Discussion was had and determined that a sign would be put up and possibly putting a fence around the dirt pile.  


Lazier indicated that the board is required at its regular meeting in May to designate the official city newspaper. Kroll motioned to designate the Leader News as the official city newspaper. Syverson seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas stated that our police contract for the current year is $161,196.84 and the proposed contract for 2021 is $167,322.24. They would like to discuss the contract further with the Sheriff at the June 9th meeting. 

BCBS is up for renewal. We have a grandfathered plan but looked at alternative options. There was some concern about leaving our current plan. It was determined to have a meeting with our BCBS rep and one of our commissioners and discuss at our next meeting. 

Lazier stated that we had a contract review with Liberty Business Systems. We were presented with an alternative plan with more colored copies. After discussion was had, it was decided that we would stay with our current plan. 

Lazier mentioned that we have been having issues with people dumping off large trees and stuff that should not be in the compound. We were approached by one contractor asking for permission but no one else. There was much discussion on how to handle this situation moving forward. Baumann motioned to set up panels with new signs and have designated hours. Syverson seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Lazier mentioned that there was talk about purchasing a new accounting software. Black Mountain offered a deal of waiving the purchase price right now. After discussion was had, Lazier will set up a time to demo the software and see if it is something the city wants to pursue. Will discuss at the next meeting. 

Herdt motioned to pay the legion $5,000 out of the budgeted amount for the installation of the elevator. Kroll seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Syverson said that one summer help position has been filled and wants one more hired. If one doesn’t accept the position it will be reposted. 

Thomas made a motion to open the Memorial Hall and City Hall. The Memorial Hall is available for any function but that open walk had ended for the season. Syverson-aye, Baumann-aye, Herdt-aye, Kroll-nay, Thomas-aye. Motion carried.

Syverson discussed the quotes received for the water plant server upgrades. Our current servers are 11 years old. Syverson motioned to purchase the servers for approximately $26,000 out of the water upgrade account. Thomas seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 
Thomas stated that the City of Washburn has received a proposal from McLean Sheridan and Midwest AgEnergy regarding water supply of up to 500 gallons per minute for Blue Flint Ethanol Plant. If the city wants to move forward with this a 3-party memorandum of understanding will be drafted between the city, McLean Sheridan, and Midwest AgEnergy. The city does not want to responsible for the costs of the studies, engineering fees, etc. The water would be sold to McLean Sheridan and they would sell it to Midwest AgEnergy. Once the memorandum is drafted it will come back to the city for approval.
