Official Meeting Minutes

[bookmark: _GoBack]Members Present: Larry Thomas, Noelle Kroll, Mike Herdt & Kollin Syverson
Absent: Kit Baumann
President Thomas called the Washburn City Board of Commissioners meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Kroll motioned to approve the May 6, 2019 meeting minutes.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Dee Fields was present to request a waiver of Memorial Hall rental fees for the yoga classes she is holding.  Herdt motioned to keep the rental agreement as is for these events.  Thomas seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Kroll motioned to approve the 6/8/2019 Special Event Permit for Riverboat Saloon.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye Motion carried.

Kroll motioned to approve the 6/22/2019 Special Event Permit for Riverboat Saloon.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye Motion carried.

Herdt motioned to approve the 6/7/2019 Special Event Permit for Captain’s Cabin.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas motioned to approve the 6/8/2019 Special Event Permit for Captain’s Cabin.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Herdt motioned to approve the 6/9/2019 Special Event Permit for Captain’s Cabin.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Colby Caster with Tecta America presented a quote for repairs to the City Hall roof for $4,323.00.  They also recommend to budget to have part of the roof replaced in the near future.  Herdt also had Twin City Roofing give a quote for repairs.  They only gave a replacement quote.  Herdt motioned to accept the quote up to $4,500.00 from Tecta America for the repairs and to put in the budget the replacement costs for new roofing.  Syverson seconded.  Thomas asked what the timeframe would be.  Mr. Caster said two weeks, as they will be also working on the Washburn School. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Price asked for a waiver of Memorial Hall rental fees for the 2020 Census Complete Count Committee.  This is a joint committee with McLean County and would like to be able to hold any future meetings in the Memorial Hall if it is available.  Thomas motioned to waive the rental fees for these meetings.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Rob Erlandson with 4 Seasons Tree and Yard Service was present requesting the approval to dispose of tree branches behind the City Hall office building.  He is willing to remove any larger pieces that are not supposed to be disposed of in this area.  Thomas stated this has been a problem in the past and wants to be sure that these branches are only from residents within the city limits and that he is not charging these residents for this disposal. Thomas would also like them to notify the City when he will be dumping branches.    Kroll motioned to allow only 4 Seasons Tree and Yard Services to dispose of branches with a diameter of 5 inches or less without a fee. Herdt seconded.  Thomas also stated any other commercial operator would have to ask permission for this as well.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

Thomas asked representatives from the Washburn American Legion to come and discuss the water leaks in the basement of the Memorial Hall building.  There is water leaking in the Legion Room, Dining Room and Storage Room.  After much discussion, Herdt motioned to allow the American Legion to move forward with fixing the window leaking in the Legion Room.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all member present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Price presented documentation asking where the City’s match for the Water Intake Project be transferred from as the official minutes do not state where the 35% is to come from.  Thomas stated he believes the surge funding should be used for this project as this project benefits all the residents.  Thomas motioned to use surge funding as the 35% match for the intake project to cover what the City has already spent.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all member present voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Thomas asked Lynn Oberg with McLean Sheridan Rural Water to discuss cost sharing of the water intake project.  Lynn stated McLean Sheridan Rural Water is willing to share 9 to 10%, due to them using approximately 10% of the city’s water usage.  They would like to pay 1/2 in 2019 and 1/2 in 2020.  After bid opening, we can discuss the figures for the cost share.

Thomas asked what funds we are thinking of using for the Main Avenue Street and Storm Sewer Project.  Herdt asked if we can use the Prairie Dog Funding.  Price stated the documentation estimates that Washburn will receive $322,310, but those funds are not available until mid 2021.  Herdt thought we may be able to begin loan applications earlier and use this funding.  Thomas stated we could use Sales & Use Tax funding.  Price stated we have $372,097.97 in the Streets and Community Development Infrastructure accounts in Sales and Use.  Syverson asked if we can request from Sales and Use Committee without knowing a final number.  Price stated this has been done in the past with American Legion and Fire Department.  Thomas stated we can always call special meeting if we need to.

Syverson asked that the board be aware that HR is looking at hiring another full-time public works employee.  Kroll asked that we put the funding in the budget for an additional employee.  Thomas thinks the job descriptions need to be reviewed and updated.  Syverson just asked to be aware of this coming up in the future.

The sale of the floor coverings/equipment was tabled from last meeting.  Price stated that in Ordianance 119, “Property having a value in excess of $2,500 as estimated by the City Commission, shall be sold only at public sale.”  Attached are copies of the invoices where these coverings were purchase.  The city has an entity that is interested in the purchase of these coverings.  Rothmann will put together a listing of items that could be sold at a public sale.  

Thomas asked that the GIS quote from AE2S was tabled from last meeting.  He believes that this is something that should be budgeted for next year.  Syverson spoke with AE2S and we would not need a survey grade equipment.  

Price stated this was tabled from last meeting.  There is discussion on putting in an elevator in the Memorial Hall.  Lindell has been contacted to ask what the requirements would be on handicap accessability.  Herdt will contact the American Legion.  

Syverson asked that the spending limits be addressed again.  He was anticipating that the authority would be higher, so the city commission would not have to be contacted as often.  We do not need to micromanage our staff.   Thomas stated he liked the idea of a tiered system.  Tabled until next meeting.

Price indicated the City has received a request from an individual for an extension to the City’s request for clean-up of their property.  Thomas stated he is happy there is progress.  Herdt asked if we can re-visit this in a couple months.  Thomas motioned to give this property owner until September 1, 2019 to comply fully with the stipulation that the vehicles be removed from the street right of way by June 11, 2019.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all member present voted aye.  Motion carried.
