Meeting Minutes 

Monday, May 6, 2019 

6:30 p.m., City Hall

Vice-President Syverson called the Washburn City Board of Commissioners meeting to order at 

6:30 p.m. 

Kroll motioned to approve the April 9, 2019 Board of Equalization meeting minutes.  Baumann 

seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Kroll motioned to approve the April 9, 2019 regular meeting minutes.  Herdt seconded.  Upon 

roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Kroll motioned to approve the April financials.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members 

present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Kroll motioned to approve Gaming Site Authorization for the Washburn American Legion Post 

#12 for Captain’s Cabin for 5-1-2019 thru 6-30-2019.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll call, all 

members present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Kroll motioned to approve Gaming Site Authorization for the American Legion Post #91 for 

Hiway 83 Express for 5-6-2019 thru 6-30-2020.  Herdt seconded.  Baumann-nay, Herdt-aye, 

Kroll-aye, Syverson-aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Herdt motioned to approve Gaming Site Authorization for the Washburn American Legion Post 

#12 for Memorial Hall for 7-1-2019 thru 6-30-2020.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all 

members present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Kroll motioned to approve Gaming Site Authorization for the Washburn American Legion Post 

#12 for Captain’s Cabin for 7-1-2019 thru 6-30-2020.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all 

members present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Kroll motioned to approve Gaming Site Authorization for the Washburn American Legion Post 

#12 for Riverboat Saloon for 7-1-2019 thru 6-30-2020.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all 

members present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

The Masonic Lodge #122 has requested a waiver of rental fee for the Memorial Hall for their 

Honor Banquet.  Kroll motioned to waive the rental fee for 4-29-2019 for the Masonic Lodge 

Honor Banquet. Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

4 Seasons Tree and Yard Service was not present.  They have provided a written request for 

approval to dispose of tree branches behind City Hall office building.  This was tabled. 

 

The Sales & Use Tax Committee has recommended disbursement to the Washburn Fire 

Department for up to $38,000 for the replacement of fourteen Self Contained Breathing 

Apparatus.  Kroll motioned to approve up to $38,000 from the Economic Development 

Infrastructure account.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  

Motion carried. 

 

The Sales & Use Tax Committee has recommended disbursement to the Washburn American 

Legion up to $30,000 for the Memorial Hall electrical upgrade required by code.  Kroll motioned 

to approve up to $30,000 from the Economic Development Infrastructure account.  Baumann 

seconded.  Herdt thinks because this is a city building and the City Commission should have had 

the opportunity to decide how this was going to be funded.  Terry Dworshak, representing the 

American Legion, stated they did not have the opportunity to bring it before the City 

Commission, and the Sales and Use Tax Committee required the application one week prior to 

their meeting. Syverson stated the Sales and Use Tax Committee has approved this expenditure.  

As he understands the City Commission shall accept their recommendation, provided it is not 



unlawful and is in accordance with the ordinance.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  

Motion carried. 

 

The Sales & Use Tax Committee has recommended disbursement to the Washburn American 

Legion $9,000 for Phase 2, the video system at the Memorial Hall.  Kroll motioned to approve 

$9,000 from the Economic Development Infrastructure account.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll 

call, all member present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Syverson stated they have had four applicants for the temporary seasonal public works staff.  

Syverson and Kroll will review them.  Kroll believes the starting wage in the past was $14.00 

and an additional amount if they were returning staff.  Kroll motioned to hire up to two 

temporary seasonal public works employees with a starting pay at $14.00 per hour.  Herdt 

seconded.  Upon roll call, all member present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Price presented the BCBS annual renewal.  Kroll motioned to approve 7-1-2019 renewal with 

BCBS of North Dakota.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll call, all member present voted aye.  

Motion carried.   

 

Price presented the question of funding for the water intake project.  This was tabled until next 

meeting. 

 

Herdt presented a quote from Twin City Roofing, for City Hall.  Water was leaking into the 

offices earlier this spring.  Herdt is waiting for second quote from another vendor. This was 

tabled until the next meeting.  

 

Price stated the City has received a call inquiring if the City is interested in selling the floor 

coverings used in the Memorial Hall building.  This was tabled. 

 

Price presented a quote for the update of the City’s GIS.  The City’s data has not been updated 

since 2009.  AE2S is proposing three tasks as a part of this proposal.  Task 1 – Update GIS data 

as-builts from 2009, Task 2 – Mobile GIS setup, and Task 3 – Mobile GIS training. This was 

tabled. 

 

Jasper Klein with AE2S presented the Preliminary Main Avenue Street and Sewer Engineering 

and Cost Estimate.   There was much discussion.  Syverson asked about changing the culvert size 

to something larger, Klein stated they matched the upstream demands, but could increase the 

size.  He would suggest only increasing this up to 36”.  Baumann motioned to move forward 

with this project by putting it out for bid and with the change to a 36” culvert.  Kroll seconded.  

Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Herdt stated the vacuum from the City Hall offices is in need of repairs.  J&R Vacuum has 

quoted the repairs to cost $334.87.  They do have a new vacuum for $599.00 in store.  They 

would be willing to give us $50.00 trade in value toward the new purchase.  Herdt motioned to 

purchase the new vacuum with the trade.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present 

voted aye.  Motion carried.   

 

A new rental agreement for the Memorial Hall was discussed. Changes in rate, cancellation 

language requiring 48 notice and City Hall conference room rental was added to the proposed 

agreement.  Kollin motioned to approve the proposed agreement with the changes discussed.  

Kroll seconded.  Baumann-aye, Herdt-nay, Kroll-aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Syverson shared with the commission that the Memorial Hall chairlift is not working.  Terry 

Dworshak with the American Legion said they have had many issues with this chairlift system. 

The batteries have been replaced many times.  This was tabled. 

 

The first meeting in May the official newspaper needs to be designated.  Kroll motioned to 

designate the Leader News as the official newspaper.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all 

members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Herdt-The hot water heater at the Memorial Hall needs to be replaced.  He has contacted Levey’s 

Plumbing Plumbing and Heating for a quote.  Herdt motioned to approve the replacement by 

Levey’s for up to $2,500.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  

Motion carried.  Herdt also asked when we will close the Memorial building to walkers for the 

summer.  It was decided to end winter walking on June 1, 2019.  

 

Kroll-Nothing 

 

Syverson-Pulled the temporary water pump out of the river, due to raised water levels.  As far as 

he knows all the frozen waterlines in town are now thawed.   

 

Commissioner Syverson state the bobcat is needing new tires.  Bryan received quotes and they 

were reviewed by the board.  Syverson motioned to purchase the Power King 10ply from 

Washburn Autobody for $647.78.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted 

aye.  Motion carried.   

 

Syverson asked if the fish cleaning station is open.  Price stated no it is not. 

 

Commissioner Baumann motioned to approve the bills.
