President Thomas called the Washburn City Board of Commissioners meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Syverson motioned to approve the June 10, 2019 meeting minutes.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas read the Application for Tax Exemption for new residential construction from Jason and Jaclyn Dahl, Lots 5-6 Blk, Sundown Park 4th Addition, for up to $150,000.00 of the true and full value of all new single family property, exclusive of the land on which it is situated, is exempt from taxation for the first two taxable year in which construction is completed and the residence is owned and occupied for the first time per NDCC 57-02-08 (35).  Thomas motioned to approve the application for the years 2020 and 2021.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas indicated the Sales and Use Committee met earlier this evening and has recommended the disbursement of funding for the City for the Main Avenue Street and Sewer Project from the Community Development Streets Fund for $238,805.50.  Thomas motioned to approve the recommendation.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Eric Lothspeich from AE2S gave an update on the following:
Main Avenue Street & Storm Sewer-Weisz & Sons mailed the contracts today.  They are scheduled to start the end of July.  He is waiting to hear back from NDDOT Special Road Funds to see if this is a possible funding option.
Intake Project-The final plans and specifications are complete and submitted.  AE2S has responded to FEMA’s questions. Bid opening is scheduled for 7/18/2019.
	Future Street Projects- Estimates are done but the maps are currently being updated
