Washburn City Commission 
Official Meeting Minutes
Tuesday, June 9, 2020
6:30 p.m., City Hall

Members Present: Larry Thomas, Noelle Kroll, Mike Herdt, Kit Baumann, and Kollin Syverson 
Absent: None
President Thomas called the regular City Commission meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Herdt motioned to approve the May 26th, 2020 commission meeting minutes.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Kroll motioned to approve the May financials. Thomas seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Suzy Jacobsen with Memory Fireworks was present and informed the board they will be selling fireworks again this year from June 27th-July 4th at Krause’s Supervalu. Thomas motioned to approve the sale of fireworks for 2020. Syverson seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Emmy Barnick was present with the Captain’s Cabin informing the commission that they would be having a live band outdoors June 20th from 8:30pm – 12:30pm and asking permission for a special permit be issued. Thomas motioned to approve the special permit. Baumann seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried.

Brett Narloch with 83 Expressway was present. He presented the commission a drawing of his new layout for off-sale. He is going to keep the section he has in place now and add a little section over by the flowers for more high-end liquor. Herdt motioned to approve the expansion contingent on the state’s approval. Syverson seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

JR Kerzmann and Richard Johnson were present to discuss the 2021 police contract. JR explained that the contract is based on the base salary of patrol deputies and currently everyone is above that. The vehicles, equipment, etc are also not factored into the contract at this price. Syverson mentioned that he would like to see a report every month of what calls were out. Johnson informed the commission they are supposed to come every month. He also stated that he would remind dispatch to make sure they are putting down McLean County when its County related vs just using Washburn all the time. Sheriff Kerzmann and Johnson will make sure the reports come in monthly. Thomas applauded the Sheriff’s Department but asked if they could address parking in certain areas a little bit more in the town. Kerzmann asked that we make it known to them so they can address it. Herdt addressed the disturbances of loud vehicles and dirt bikes in the town. Kerzmann stated that all complaints about dirt bikes have been addressed. They are on private property so they cannot do much. He also stated that someone needs to sign a formal complaint and then it can be served to the people riding dirt bikes. Kroll motioned to approve the 2021 police contract at a price of $167,322.24. Baumann seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried.
Thomas read the second reading of changing Ordinance 139 Section IX. Thomas motioned to approve the second reading and final passage. Kroll seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. 

Lazier read the resolution setting the Auditor’s Bond.  Thomas motioned to approve the resolution as read.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Lazier has sent out letters to a couple residents in town requesting they mow their property. If they do not comply the city will assess the mowing cost to their property. Lazier asked who the city wanted to hire if the owners do not comply. There was much discussion on who to hire for the mowing. It was decided to get a list of mowing companies and if needed to place an ad in the paper. 

Thomas presented some information on buying down the 2013 bond. The original bond was for $3,695,000, roughly $500,000 more than what was assessed to the properties. He is proposing a $360,000 buy down. Special assessment deficiency for 2020 budget was $110,000. $240,000 will come from the project fund. Thomas spoke with a gentleman from Amko advisors about this and he stated that if we buy this down, we can save roughly $560,000 with where the interest rates are at currently. This number will also be presented to Mike Manstrom with Dougherty & Company who has previously worked on our bond refunding. Thomas stated that the project fund has roughly $580,000 in it with no current projects going so some of that money has to be in that project fund. Once a figure is proposed, we can reject it. Thomas motioned to earmark those two figures to buy down the principal on that bond. Kroll seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion passed.

Herdt addressed commissioner wages and wanted a discussion on possibly raising them before the new board is set. Thomas had called surrounding areas to see what they paid their commissioners and the City of Washburn is substantially lower than everyone else. Commissioner wages have not been changed since 1978 even though a motion has been passed increasing wages back in 2002 and 2003. Thomas motioned to increase commissioners wage to $150/month and president to $225/month with nothing extra for special meetings, effective January 1, 2021. The ordinance will first need to written and read at two commission meetings along with being published in the paper before the ordinance can be effective. Herdt seconded. Syverson-nay, Baumann-aye, Herdt-aye, Kroll-aye, Thomas-aye. Motion carried. 

Thomas informed the commission that GRE has agreed to cover the cost of the cost analysis for moving forward with supplying Blue Flint water. AE2S has started on this and will be probably 4 weeks before its done. AE2S also said that the water treatment plant servers will be here in about two weeks.
