Official Meeting Minutes

Members Present: Larry Thomas, Don Simon, Mike Herdt, Marvin Stroh 
Absent: Kollin Syverson
President Thomas called the regular City Commission meeting to order at 6:31 p.m.
Herdt motioned to approve the June 23, 2020 commission meeting minutes.  Simon seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Herdt motioned to approve the June financials. Simon seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Emmy Barnick was present with the Captain’s Cabin requesting a special event permit to sell liquor down at the softball field during the softball tournament on July 18th from 10 AM – end of tournament. Thomas motioned to approve the special event permit for Saturday, July 18th. Stroh seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Lazier mentioned that our current Midco contract for internet at the city hall expires July 15th and presented new service pricing to the commission. WRT was contacted for internet pricing as well. Discussion was had on pricing. Herdt motioned to go with Midco Business Xstream 100 for 36 months. Stroh seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried.
 
Thomas read the second reading of Ordinance 153. Herdt motioned to accept the 2nd reading. Thomas seconded. Stroh-nay, Herdt-aye, Simon-aye, Thomas-aye. Motion carried. 

Thomas asked for any budget requests from the commissioners. Thomas mentioned he would like to see more in street maintenance and the equipment fund. Herdt would like to keep the Memorial Hall funding where it is for improvement to the doors and continue with handicap accessibility. Mentioned briefly that the roof on the City Hall will probably have to be replaced in the future. Herdt would also like to see funding for a GPS system. Simon would like to see a ramp added to get into the front of the Memorial Hall. Stroh mentioned that he would like to see the Forestry budget increased to $9,000 vs $6,000. Judy Beaudry mentioned the park boards budget. Herdt also brought up putting cameras in the budget – it is currently in 2020 budget. 

Lazier updated the new commissioners on the new software program that the city is looking at purchasing. Black Mountain is waiving the purchase price. Discussion was had on why the current software is not liked and how the new software is different. The commission would like a couple questions answered from Black Mountain and it would be discussed again at the next meeting. 

Thomas made a motion to hire Lee Larson as a full-time public works employee at $21/hour with full benefits. Stroh seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

Thomas mentioned he wanted to hire someone to help with tarring at $16/hour. Herdt made a motion to hire someone at $16/hour. Simon seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. Motion carried. 

AE2S Update: Server upgrades should be here on July 18th. A proposal was provided on the drainage issue in Heritage Heights near 8th St SW. Thomas motioned to proceed with the cost analysis at a cost of $1,031.25. Herdt seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye. 

Portfollios:
Stroh-wondering if gravel can be put down to help prevent the spreading of mud up by Custer Drive in an alleyway. Stroh motioned to lay gravel and reshape the road. Thomas seconded. Stroh-aye, Herdt-present, Simon-aye, Thomas-aye. Motion carried.
Herdt–Memorial Hall doors and cement are the next projects wanting to take place at Memorial Hall
Simon-asked why sirens were not sounded the night of the storm. Lazier had spoken to Clayton earlier in the day and no funnel was spotted so no sirens sounded. Commission thought sirens should have been warranted. 
Thomas-Street patch list figured out and a little concrete work needs to be done. A plan needs to set for street repairs across highway and cenex areas. 
Lazier-Audit is currently being done. Asked what a price limit was for camera to watch the tree area. 
Judy Beaudry with Park Board asked if the city could remove the current sand in the volleyball court so she could order in actual soft sand for the court. Thomas said and Stroh will take care of it. 
Rhonda Johnson-mentioned that the green building has some broken windows from the storm. 

Herdt motioned to approve the bills.
