Members Present: Larry Thomas, Noelle Kroll, Mike Herdt, Kit Baumann & Kollin Syverson
Absent: None
President Thomas called the Washburn City Board of Commissioners meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Syverson motioned to approve the June 24, 2019 meeting minutes.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Syverson motioned to approve the June financials.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Chris Forstner has provided a letter of interest to be appointed to David Carlson’s open seat on the Washburn Airport Authority.  Syverson motioned to appoint Chris Forstner to the Washburn Airport Authority.  Thomas seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas presented a recommendation from Planning and Zoning to approve the request for a 5-foot variance for Kirk and Shana Vollmuth.  This request is to build an 8’ X 24’ deck on the property located at Lots 1-2 Block 8, Heritage Heights Pioneer Addition. Thomas motioned to approve this variance.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas presented a recommendation from Planning and Zoning to approve the request for a 8-foot variance for Anthony Schauer.  This request is to build an 8’ X 6’ entryway on the property located at West 6 ft Lot 13, All Lots 14 & 15 Block 5, Veeder’s Addition. Thomas motioned to approve this variance.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Reese Boehm was present to voice a complaint about a business being conducted out of a zoned R-1 residential home.  He first presented it to the Planning and Zoning Board, and they referred it to the City Commission.  Thomas asked if it was a concern about heavy equipment being operated out of a residential location. Boehm stated yes.  Thomas read the permitted uses for R-1 zoned property from the Ordinance #117 A-1, being the ordinance that regulates this matter.  Lawrence and Jessica King were present to voice their concern that they believe they are in compliance with the ordinance and ask for dismissal of this complaint.  After much discussion, Thomas motioned to go for re-zoning of business section and work on an entrance/exit route that does not impede.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.

AE2S has provided maps and cost estimates for Pleasant Acres and 4th Addition, Heritage Heights and 1st Street.  Thomas and Price will work on getting estimates created by parcel.  Herdt asked Lothspeich about the design of the drainage system in the Heritage Heights Additions.  Lothspeich said there are two different options for improvements.  Thomas stated these projects probably would not be done until 2021.

The contract with North Dakota Department of Environmental Quality for laboratory analyses was tabled from last meeting.  Syverson motioned to renew this contract.  Baumann seconded. Herdt asked the terms of this contract.  Syverson 7/1/2019 thru 6/30/2021.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Herdt presented a quote from Great Plains Rehabilitation Services for installation of an elevator for the Memorial Hall without the cost of the elevator shaft.  The American Legion has expressed an interest to share some of the costs.  Herdt would like to put this in the 2020 budget so the Memorial Hall would be ADA compliant.

Eric Lothspeich from AE2S gave an update on the following:
Main Avenue Street & Storm Sewer-The Park Board has approved the use of their property to transport materials across to City property.  Lothspeich brought the Weisz and Sons contract for signature.  They are scheduled to start the end of July with completion at the end of August.  
Intake Project- AE2S has responded to FEMA’s second round of questions. Bid opening is scheduled for 7/18/2019.
	
Mark Lelm would like to haul crushed concrete onto the gravel road leading to his property and is asking for permission to do so, with the City personnel to spread and pack it.  Kroll motioned to allow Lelm to hire the crushed concrete to be placed on the road, with City staff to spread it.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Portfolios:
Syverson-Has called the vendor again about sander options and is awaiting a reply.  

Baumann- Tom Neary with the Forestry Board is working on getting bids for tree removal.  

Herdt-The American Legion is still working on the installation of the audio/video system at the Memorial Hall.  The A/C supports are repaired.  The kitchen is close to completion with work to be done on the air exchange.  He is still waiting for a quote from Levy’s Plumbing for the replacement of the water heater and circulating pump at the City Hall.

Kroll-Nothing  

Thomas- Asked Price if we have a quote yet on a streetlight for the corner of Ivy Drive and Garden Drive.  Price stated we have not heard back from McLean Electric.  Thomas asked if we have any quotes for accounting services.  Price stated have not heard back on this either.  

Rothmann-ND Sewer and Pump was here today.  We may need to replace a pump at the Water Treatment Plant.

Price-Nothing.

Price presented working papers for the 2020 Preliminary Budget.  The board reviewed and discussed.
