Official Meeting Minutes
Monday, August 5, 2019
6:30 p.m., City Hall

Members Present: Larry Thomas, Noelle Kroll, Mike Herdt and Kollin Syverson 
Absent: Kit Baumann
President Thomas called the Washburn City Board of Commissioners meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Syverson motioned to approve the July 22, 2019 meeting minutes.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Kroll motioned to approve the financials.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Two issues the City is currently having with John Kugler were added to the agenda, per his request.  Price read from Ordinance #117 A-1 “Building permits expire one year from date of issuance.” There was a building permit issued for the installation of a fence and driveway on 10/23/2017.  Per the ordinance “Anyone who violates the provisions of this ordinance or fails to comply with any of its requirements, upon conviction, shall be punished by a fine of no more than $500.00 per day.  Each day that a violation continues shall constitute a separate offense.”    John Kugler joined the meeting.   Thomas asked him to come forward to discuss the expired building permit. Kugler stated it will all get completed before freezing up.  Thomas motioned to extend the building permit for the fence for the side yard and driveway until 11/5/2019 to allow Kugler to complete the side yard fence and the retaining wall in the alley, with the fines of the ordinance going into effect after that date.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Kugler was questioning the utility bill for 421 6th Street.  After much discussion, Syverson motioned to modify the outstanding billing to 3 months of garbage services for $60.00.  Thomas seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Clayton Verke was present to discuss the application from the Washburn Fire Department for a local gaming permit.  Kroll motioned to approve the permit.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

An application from the Washburn Riverboat Days was presented for a local gaming permit.  Tabled, due to needing some additional information.

The Police Service Contract from the County of McLean was presented.  Tabled.

Gravel request.  Tabled.

Price presented the Pledge of Securities from Farmers Security Bank.  Thomas motioned to accept.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Thomas indicated SB 2304 has an effective date of 8/1/2019, this allows the cities to increase the fines for traffic offensives.  We will follow up with the City Attorney David Lindell.   

Price stated the University of Mary is interested in purchasing the gym floor coverings currently at the Memorial Hall.  Per Ordinance #119 states “Property having a value in excess of $2,500 as an estimated by the City Commission, shall be sold only at public sale.”  We can pursue online public auctions of Municibid or Public Surplus.

The Preliminary Budget was presented.  General Fund is $248,248.00 approximately 52 mills, Library is $20,000 at approximately 4.19 mills, Washburn Airport is $19,000 at approximately 3.98 mills, and Deficiency is $210,000 approximately 43.99 mills.  For a total of $497,248 or approximately 104.16 mills.  Thomas motioned to approve the Preliminary Budget as presented.  Herdt seconded.  Syverson-nay, Herdt – aye, Kroll- aye, Thomas- aye.  Motion carried.


Eric Lothspeich from AE2S gave an update on the following:
Main Avenue Street & Storm Sewer-Weisz and Sons have half of the culvert laid in place.  Lothspeich would suggest an annual examination of this culvert to check for debris in the future to protect this investment.  
Intake Project- Bid opening has been delayed until 8/15/2019.  The two permit requests are still pending approvals.

Herdt- The American Legion is trying to determine when they will be digging the trench and install drain tile next to the Memorial Hall.  Herdt will do the digging.  They are hoping to work on this project 8/12 through 8/17.
