Members Present: Larry Thomas, Mike Herdt, Noelle Kroll, Kit Baumann and Kollin Syverson 
Absent: None
President Thomas called the Public Hearing for the 2020 Budget 6:30 p.m.  He informed the group that they will more than likely not approve a final budget tonight.  We want to hear all your input.  We have Nexus with AE2S looking into the shortfall of the debt services funds.  After hearing the audience questions and concerns, Thomas motioned to set a special meeting date of September 26th at 6:30 p.m. to discuss final budget.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.
Thomas closed the public hearing at 7:20 p.m.

Thomas called the regular City Commission meeting to order at 7:21 p.m.

Baumann motioned to approve the 8/19/2019 meeting minutes.  Syverson seconded. Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Syverson motioned to approve the 9/3/2019 special meeting minutes.  Kroll seconded.  Thomas asked to add Special to the title of the minutes.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Syverson motioned to approve the financials.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas presented a Memorial Hall rental agreement for the Lion’s pancake breakfast on 10/5/2019 & 10/6/2019.  They are asking the fees to be waived.  Baumann motioned to waive the rental fees for the Lion’s Breakfast. Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas presented a Memorial Hall rental agreement from the Civic Club for Santa Days on 12/6/2019 & 12/7/2019.  Baumann motioned to waive the rental fees for Santa Days.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all member present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas presented a Memorial Hall rental agreement from the Civic Club for Small Business on Saturday 11/30/2019.  Thomas motioned to waive the rental fees for Small Business Saturday.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all member present voted aye.  Motion carried.
  
Thomas presented a local gaming permit to St. Edwin’s Catholic Church for bingo and raffles 9/21/2019 thru 11/17/2019.  Kroll motioned to approve the local permit.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried. 
Thomas presented a new residential tax exemption from Joseph and Aimee Schmidt, Lot 6 Block 6, Heritage Heights-Pioneer Addition for up to $150,000 of true and full value of a new single-family property, exclusive of the land on which it is situated.  Thomas motioned to approve the application for the year 2020 and 2021.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Mike Herdt asked about repairs to Kelly Drive in front of Steven Richard’s residence.  This is all broke up and was wondering if when they are putting asphalt in on the Main Ave project, we could fix this spot as well.  Baumann said this needs to be fixed.  Lothspeich said we will need to contact Quality Asphalt to be sure this is something that can be done.  Thomas motioned to fix this spot on Kelly Drive.  Herdt seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Thomas asked if the amended ordinance #117A-2 was published in the paper.  Price read from NDCC 40-11-06 Publication of Ordinances.  The title and penalty clause of every ordinance imposing any penalty, fine, imprisonment, or forfeiture for a violation of its provisions, after the final adoption of the ordinance, shall be published in one issue of the official newspaper of the city.  Price read the second reading.  Thomas motioned to accept the second reading.  Syverson seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Price has received a request from Tim Mitzel the race director for the Mighty Mo Classic bike race.  This race will be on 9/28/2019 starting at 9:00 a.m. at Riverside Park.  They have asked if they will be allowed to ride from Boat Ramp Road to Main Avenue west out to Hwy 83.  Syverson motioned to allow them to use Main Avenue, but we will not close off the road to traffic.  Thomas seconded.  Upon roll call, all member present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Starion Bond Paying Agent and Registrar’s Agreement. Tabled.

Erick Lothspeich with AE2S gave an update on the following:
	Main Avenue project is near completion, but due to weather they will not meet their extended due date of 9/13/2019.  Syverson motion to approve an extension to 9/30/2019.  Baumann seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.
	Intake improvement project - A letter was sent to State Water Commission to request additional funding.  We are working on the SRF Loan application.  The City can only hold bids for 45 days after bid opening, but he has talked to ECI about extending the award date.  He will check on getting this in writing and will check with the subs for this project as well.  Thomas is thinking that if we get the additional funding from SWC that would leave approximately $603,000 left to fund.  If you deduct what the City will cover with funds spent so far and the remaining funds from Surge Funding previously allocated to this project. That leaves $290,000.  If McLean Sheridan Rural Water pays the 10% of the local share they have agreed to previously that would be approximately $60,000. And if we request $150,000 from Sales and Use Tax that would leave $80,000, which he would like to take from the WTP Upgrade account.

Thomas motioned to ask the Sales and Use Tax Committee for $150,000 for the Intake Project.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Syverson – Nothing
Baumann – Asked the status of the light at the Cenex corner.  Price says Ottertail Power has been notified.
Herdt – Thanked the American Legion for all the work they have done on the Memorial Hall.  That crew has done a great job sealing the west wall and placing the drain tile.  Thank you for all that you have done.  Terry Dworshak said the American Legion would like to put crushed concrete on the parking lot.  They will reach out to Knife River to see if they can get it donated.
Kroll – Has received a letter informing that we have been selected to participate in the Twice Bless Program for the funding for the Memorial Hall elevator.  Herdt motioned to move forward with installing an elevator in the Memorial Hall provided we get these Twice Blessed funds.  Kroll seconded.  Upon roll call, all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.
Thomas – Nothing
Price – Nexus has confirmed what we knew from our budgeting process, the debt services indicate we will be approximately $220,000 short.  We have not received any letters of interest in either the Planning & Zoning open position or the Special Assessment open position.
