Dave Peyer was present with a final copy of a new plat for his parcel along Garden Drive.  Thomas questioned the lines between lots 3 and 4 was slanted, showing the lots not divided equally.  Mr. Peyer will have it fixed as it is wrong on the plat.  

Motion to approve the plat with the line change, Thomas and seconded by Liz.  Roll call:  All in favor, motion carried.

Bill Matthews was in attendance to as the procedure for getting the Planning & Zoning ordinance changed to allow his go cart business to run within the city limits.  
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Thomas referred him to section 117.11 of Ordinance 117A-1, which has been provided to him per the Auditors Office, and for him to follow the guidelines laid out.  He can make the changes that he thinks are best and get it back to the Auditor for the Committee to review.

Jim asked Bill what the perception of the community is.  Matthews’s stated only two families have voiced opposition to the go cart track. Zimmerman offered that she has heard from quite a few more than two.

Matthews offered that he has also talked with WAEDA director, Tana Larsen, and that she is very in favor of the business.

Carol Scholl told Bill that the Planning & Zoning Commission has a responsibility to protect the people and to apply the ordinances as written to the community the best they can.  The have to protect people’s property.
