Price called the meeting to order
Peyer present to discuss his proposed project of 20 housing units having an 60 foot parking lot on both sides.  He is asking the board for a 5 foot variance on both the west and east side of the property.  Also requesting that the property then is re-zoned for commercial instead of Manufactured Home Park.  

Peyer presented that each apartment will be about 700 square feet, will have a garden area in the middle for the residents.  The project is targeting single elderly people that are wanting to downsize.  Plans on selling each unit individually, if he is unable to do that, then the project will not continue.  

Price stated that he needs to make sure that all of the fire codes are met.  Stated that with such a small setback, they need to make sure that fire department are able to get in in needed.  
Scholl and Kaiser both stated that they can understand the request for the change in zoning but not the request for the variance.  Scholl stated that she is unsure if his request is meeting the guidelines of a variance being made.  Thomas stated that on the variance request Peyer’s reasoning should be listed as to what makes his request qualify for a variance.  
Peyer then added his reasoning to the application.  A public hearing has been set for March 7th at 6:30 pm.  Notice will be sent to parcel owners and notice will be published in the paper.
