Washburn Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting

Scholl called the meeting to order
Lori Knoll presented her variance request regarding placing a garage on her property.  Knoll advised that there is a current garage there that is on the property line, they want to remove the current garage and rebuild with at the same place on the property only making the garage bigger.  Therefore they are requesting a 20 foot variance so they can build the new garage in the same location as the previous one.  Confirmed that the only side that has issues with setbacks is the back.  Members agreed to move forward with a public hearing on August 11th at 7:00 pm.  

Shelly Lester presented her request to move a shed onto a lot that in adjacent to the parcel that has her residence on.  Members advised that according to ordinance accessory structures are not allowed on a parcel without living space.  Lester advised that currently her fence that is in the backyard is over both parcels and that there is already a shed there but is ready to fall down and she is just replacing the current shed.  Members agreed to proceed with a public hearing on August 11th at 7:00 pm.
Kari Goos presented her request for a $300.00 refund and request to change her application from 2014 from a re-plat to a lot split.  Members reviewed application, can see why it would be considered a lot split instead of a re-plat.  Members asked for a history of past request from the last 3 years to see how others have been handled.  Want to make sure there was not a precedence made previously showing that this would be a re-plat instead of a lot-split.  Agreed that this will be added to the August 11th agenda and they will then make a recommendation to the City Commission on the August 15th meeting.  
Reviewed building permit request from AgPro asking for an additional 5 signs.  Scholl stated that they have enough room on the building and it would not appear tacky.  

Motion to approve the five additional signs for AgPro, Kaiser, seconded by Scholl.  Discussion:  none.  Aye:  Kaiser, Patterson and Scholl.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Thomas and Price.  Motion Carries.
