Meeting called to order.

Request from City of Washburn for $10,000 for the Special Assessment Assistance Program to help residents of Washburn with their annual special assessment payment for water and sewer.  Motion made by Hanson to accept the City of Washburn’s application and to have the funds taken from the economic development fund, seconded by Scott, “AYE” Hanson, Bickert, Scott and Thomas.  Motion Carried.  

Request from City of Washburn for $270,000 for the 2015 Street Project Buy Down.  The City Commission wants to request $100,000 from street fund, $50,000 from economic development to buy down the project.  Also wants to request $80,000S from street fund to help pay for the additional payment of main street which makes the street a truck route.  Would also like to request $40,000 from the infrastructure fund to help residents pay for sidewalk repair, this is for the whole town, and not just the residents in the construction area, and this would be a 50-50 match.  Claudia made a motion to approve the City of Washburn’s application and to have the funds taken from the appropriate fund as listed above, seconded by Bickert, “AYE” Hanson, Bickert, Scott and Thomas.  Motion Carried.  

Request from Washburn Park Board for up to $2,500 for safety equipment for the Washburn Pool.  Currently the pool is in need of safety/first aid kit, AED machine, neck brace and cervical collars.  The Park Board would purchase the equipment and then Sales and Use would reimburse them for the purchases up to $2,500.  Thomas made a motion to accept Washburn Park Board’s application with the funds being taken out of the economic development fund, Bickert seconded, “AYE” Hanson, Bickert, Scott and Thomas.  Motion Carried.
