Commissioners present: Morlock, Bauer, Retterath and Price, ABSENT; Thomas.

Retterath called the meeting to order.

Retterath opened the Public Hearing:
	
Mark Anderson request for a conditional use permit for Heritage Height Pioneer Addition Blk 8, Lot 1, Retterath asked for comments for the public non given.  Bauer made motion to approve the condition use permit to allow a modular home with a 4/12 on the property listed Heritage Height Addition Blk 8, Lot 1; Morlock seconded the motion, Roll Call Vote “AYE” Bauer, Morlock, Price, Retterath, “NAY” none, “ABSENT” Thomas, motion carried  

Cody Kroll request to change the zoning from R1 to Commercial, Kroll’s plan is to build storage units with a chain link fence around the building and cameras for security.  Retterath ask the public to state their names before speaking.
· Celeste Barnes asked how many units? Kroll was not sure, not too many.
· Donna Kroll stated they are doing this business as a retirement business.
· Vernell Yunker asked would the property stay Commercial once it sold. Commission explained yes it would continue to be Commercial if sold by the Kroll’s.
· Lewlyn Barnes asked who could change the zoning. In this case the property owner has a purchase agreement with Mr. Kroll and after checking with the city attorney he advised us the request could be processed and acted upon.
· Doug Yunker stated that once the rezoning is completed there is a list of 20 items on a list of uses in the City of Washburn Ordinance #117A that the property could be used.
· Eva Leidholm stated she was concerned that years down the road, someone else can build something else that is on the list. 
· Concern was raised that Boardinghouse is one of the allowable use and it could become a mancamp.
· Commissioner Bauer stated that the Washburn City Commission passed Ordinance #146, pertaining to mancamps and that they cannot be built without the Commission’s approval.
· Doug Yunker stated he  is concerned what will happen in the future and he feels it needs to stay R1
· Willie Zeiman, Eva Leidholm and Vernon Smith would like to see it stay R1.
· Doug Yunker stated concern about traffic and the danger to children and pedestrians in the area.
· Celeste Barnes added she lives on the curve and concerned about the neighborhood pedestrians.
· Jean Binsfield concerned if the sell the storage units and remove the units they can build something else.
· Nicole Kroll state as far as traffic at the storage units it will not be that high, people do not go in and out of their storage units every day.
· Doug Yunker stated that storage units are known to be a place for drug and narcotics traffic.
· Celeste Barnes stated she would like to summarize the conversation; the group doesn’t have a problem with storage units it is rezoning it to commercial due to what future use could be in the area.

Kroll stated he will have a camera system on the front gate that would record 24 hours a day for 18 months and could be viewed from his house or phone.  

Bauer made a motion to recommend a denial of the rezoning request to the City Commission, Price seconded the motion, Roll Call Vote “AYE” Bauer, Price, Retterath, “NAY” Morlock, “ABSENT” Thomas, motion carried.    

Hearing no other comments Retterath closed the Public Hearing 

Rick Steffenson was present to request a variance to encroach the alley separating his property. Steffenson stated the alley has never been an improved alley for traffic. Planning and Zoning Commission recommended he petition the City Commission to vacate the alley rather than have a variance.
