Planning and Zoning Meeting
1-9-12 7:00 pm

Commissioners present Morlock, Bauer, Thomas, Price and Retterath, ABSENT; none.

Retterath called the meeting to order.

Retterath opened the Public Hearing on the Conditional Use Permit for Northview Addition, Block 5. 
Retterath explained Newly Voigt will give a brief description of the project and then the floor will be opened to public comment. When given the floor please give your name and begin your comments to the Commission.

Newly  Voigt representing Wagon Wheel Lumber,  the entity requesting the Conditional Use Permit, distributed maps and other information on the project as visual aids. Voigt explained that the project would be an expansion of the current business and will consist of piers to build homes upon to move out upon completion. The only permanent structure that will be on site is a small building for electrical needs.  A 6(six) foot chain link fence will be placed on the property line surrounding the site with 2 (two) gates, one in the north and one in the south end.  Retterath asked for question or comments from the Commission, upon not hearing any, open the floor the public. 

Chad Klindtworth comments:
1. Garbage that blows around and ends up in the neighboring properties. He has property close to the existing construction site and deals with garbage on his property and in his trees.
2. Noise from the site during working hours, his spouse works shift work and the noise becomes an issue with sleeping during the daytime hours.

Gary Blatchford comments:
1. Noise from construction site
2. Garbage
3. What will this industry do the valuation of the residential properties that are in the neighborhood?
4. Would like to have a contingency on the Conditional Use Permit that no work can be done on Sundays.
5. View is gone.
6. How many homes will be built at this site in 2012?

Ray Hager comments:
1. Will the fence surrounding the property impede any of the utilities in the area for future work that might need to be done?

Ron and Marge Possen comments:
1. Line of vision at the stop sign.
2. Where will the homes leave the construction site?
3. Concerned about construction garbage on property.
4. What is the expected stay of the homes being built?


Kristie Schreiner comments:
1. What will be the impact on traffic on Roughrider Road that is between the construction site and the residential property 
2. Would it be possible to have a wood fence rather than a chain link fence?

Wyatt Klabundie comments:
1. Concerned with the noise that will be created as he  works shift work
2. The snow removal and build up on Roughrider Road, and the extra cost to the City of Washburn to remove it.

Tim Forsch Comments:
1. What are the defined hours of the construction work?
2. Are the streets in the area rated to have the moving equipment, and the construction equipment or will the property owners be expected to repair the streets due to damage caused by the weight of the equipment being used.
3. If the Conditional Use Permit is granted how long will it be in place?
4. If the garbage increases in the area what is the property owners’ option to get it cleaned up?


Questions addressed that were raised?
	Garbage,
Voigt: He does have his employees walk the fence line to pick up garbage and requests the construction companies to keep the site picked up and clean at this time. But he will be more diligent to the daily cleaning up and he will also send employees out to clean up the garbage in the trees that is in existence at this time. 
Thomas: Stated that property owners can call the City if the garbage becomes an issue as we have an Ordinance that prohibits junk and garbage on properties.

Noise
Voigt stated that Wagon Wheels set 7:00am-7:00pm construction hours Monday-Friday for the building of the homes.  However, there are times that construction has gotten behind due to weather and they have extended the time for contractors.
 
	Road
	Voigt explained all homes will leave the site at the north end on Woodgate Road where the homes in the current lot leave. Wagon Wheel has been using this route for 4(four) years and the road has not shown any unusual wear. All of the traffic will cross Woodgate Road from the current construction lot and by doing so will not impact the traffic on Roughrider Road. The snow removal maybe impact slightly if a chain link fence is used, however with a solid fence ( wood) the snow would become a larger issue.

	Misc;
	Voigt stated the expected stay of the homes is 60-90 days unless there are load restrictions on the roads making it illegal to move the homes off site due to weight

Voigt stated that all utilities will be on the outside of the fence surrounding the site.

	Thomas stated the Conditional Use Permit will be in place as long as it is used for this business.  

	Voigt stated he is thinks there will be 5 (five) homes constructed on this site in 2012. However the number could change with demand.

	Voigt also stated the Wagon Wheel Lumber makes all of the sales in Washburn and in doing so 2% of the sales tax goes to Washburn’s Sales and Use tax fund which is a significant amount and only become larger with this project.


With no other comments from the public Retterath closed the Public Hearing and resumed the Washburn Planning and Zoning Meeting.

Price made a motion to recommend approval to the Washburn City Commission to approve the Conditional Use Permit to the Commercial Property at Northview  Addition, Block 5 by Wagon Wheel Lumber, Thomas seconded the motion. Discussion: Bauer concerned with the noise issue being the project is so close to a residential area and wondered if it would be possible to have a sound barrier placed?   Morlock stated he is a neighbor the current site and garbage is an issue and would like to see that no construction work take place on Sundays.  Thomas:  This is a good project and we want to encourage new business in town, it is good for all of us.  Upon hearing no more discussion Retterath called for a vote. Roll Call Vote “AYE” Bauer, Morlock, Thomas, Price Retterath, “NAY” none, “ABSENT” none, motion carried.   
 
Question arose on a home under construction on Main Ave. The owners received a variance to encroach the setbacks, but now are planning to build a deck that encroaches the variance given they received. Commission requested the City Office send the owners a letter that they will need to ease construction and appear front of the Planning and Zoning Commission to discuss the matter. 

Pete Moe submitted a variance request to pave and enlarge his driveway; Commission discussed and decides he did not need a variance to encroach the setback for a concrete driveway.
