Commissioners present Thomas, Bauer, Haugen, and Kaiser, absent Price.

Thomas called the meeting to order.

Thomas opened  the public hearing for the Sundown Park 4th Addition block 4, lot 11 (Rick Schumann). Schumann gave a short description of the constructionproposed:  construction will be a storage building 30’x50’, with two driveways. Schuman is requesting a variance for the rear set back encroachment due to he needs a minimum of 45’ drive for back his RV trailer into the building.  The encroachment will be 5 feet into the set back.   Geremy Olson asked if it will be a private storage building or will it be units for rental? Schuman replied it is for his private use. Thomas called for any other public comment, hearing none, Thomas closed the public hearing. Bauer made a motion to recommend an approval of the variance request for Schumann to the Washburn City Commission, Haugen seconded the motion. Roll call Vote “AYE” Kaiser, Haugen, Bauer, Thomas “NAY” none “ABSENT” Price. Motion carried.

Thomas opened the public hearing for the Rhude’s Addition W1/2 of lot 5 and lot 6 (Anthony Thorson).   Thorson gave a short review of the project. Thorson plans to demolish the present garage and build on the same concrete pad and add additional footage to the garage. The present garage encroach the setback and the new garage will be at the same encroachment as the present structure. Thomas called for comments from the public, hearing none, Thomas closed the public hearing. Haugen made a motion to recommend an approval of the variance request by Thorson to the Washburn City Commission, Kaiser seconded the motion. Roll Call Vote: “AYE” Thomas, Bauer, Hagen, Kaiser “NAY” none, “ABSENT” Price. Motion carried. 

Moving Permit for Ashley Keller and Randall Schutt was not complete so no action was taken on the request. 

Commission reviewed the foundation drawings submitted by Pyramid Construction; the Commission agreed they looked good. 

Discussion was held on Ordinance #117A, the Commissioners will do more research and bring ideas to the next meeting.  Commissioners agreed they would like to have all changes by the next meeting so that the first reading of the amendments to the #117A Ordinance could be read at the June 10, 2013 City Commission meeting.
