Commissioners present Bauer, Thomas, Price, Retterath, and Absent Klaudt. Darrin Morlock was present.

Retterath called the meeting to order:

Thomas made a motion to recommend Darrin Morlock to the Washburn City Commission for the seat on the Washburn Planning and Zoning Commission to replace the seat Kim Klaudt vacated.  All approved, motion carried. 

MPrice  stated the concerns the City have with the water and sewer lines in Garden Estates where David Peyer is considering building homes. Thomas reported that Peyer owns both the water and sewer lines that are located in the center of the lots the City clean the mains but the other lines are Peyer’s responsibility. Discussion held stated The Commission will be sure to inform Peyer’s of the issue.

Discussion was held on the allow ability of constructing accessory buildings on residential lots without a residential structure.  The question was asked in the rural residential zone. The Commission agreed if this was requested it would not be allowed as the Ordinance states “RR district is established as a district in which the principal use of the land shall be for low density, large lot single dwelling, limited agriculture and, limited equine husbandry.”    

Discussion was held on the updates to the Ordinance #117A:
· A garage built on a lot without a home-  A garage is an accessory building and needs a main building in  a residential zone.
· Size of a garage defined – will stay as Ordinance provides at not more than 50% of lot can be covered with buildings.
· Industrial Zone height of building- will copy the agricultural verbiage to Hwy Commercial and Commercial zones to state “The building requirements in the general commercial district shall not be more than sixty (60) feet excepting farm related buildings and communication towers. And shall be subject to the provisions of the North Dakota State Aeronautic Commission and the city regulations.
· Curb and driveway regulations- tabled until next meeting will check how other City’s handle 
· Amount of square footage covered by buildings in lot- will be left as reads in #117A
· Wind towers: Will review the Bismarck Ordinance and discuss that the next meeting. 
· Alley setback- add verbiage to all zones “Where alleys and other arteries meet (road, street, sidewalk etc.) all structures and vegetation, must comply with a ten (10) foot setback to allow for line of site.”
