Retterath called the meeting to order. 

Larry Guenberg—asked if he could place shower and kitchen in the building he owns on Main Ave to make it an apartment. Commission agreed he could due the Ordinance #117A states permitted uses: Boarding rooms and rooming houses are the same as an apartment.

Josh Degenstein was present to ask how far back does he need to move his fence so that it is considered his side yard rather than his back yard.  Ordinance #117 A states a front yard must be 25 feet so if he is behind that behind it is considered a side yard, Thomas noted in the older parts of town the City has allowed that additions and accessory structures can  be lined up with the home due to the changes in the ordinances since they were built. Thomas made a motion to recommend to the City Commission that Degenstein can place a 6 foot fence where post placed due to it is a side yard rather than a front yard. Bauer seconded the motion. All approved

Discussion on the variance procedures as written in Ordinance#117 A. City office will check with the League of Cities if they have an opinion on procedures and report back at next meeting.

Enerbase information forwarded from the City Commission pertaining to the request to place a 30,000 gallon propane tank on their property. Thomas checked with the State Fire Marshall and it is allowable if they stay 50 feet from  property line and 20 feet from any other structures. They will also be required complete a form and be signed off on by the Local Fire Chief. Planning and Zoning Commission reviewed the information presented and requested a representative be present at the next meeting along with the following information.

1. A map of all structures and placement of the requested propane tank drawn to scale.
2. Copies of all permitting and testing done as stated in the letter submitted.
3. Copy of the National Fire Protection Association code #58 

4. Information on fence that will be placed after installation.

5. Hours of operations

6. Facts on vapors/ fumes  emitted from this type of tank 

7. Emergency and safety measures to implemented 

8. Incident procedures to executed in case of an accident/event
