Commissioners present:  Thomas, Klaudt, Bauer and Price, Absent: Retterath.
Meeting was called to order by Price.

Keith Jacobson was present to request a variance to move a garden shed that is presently on his property. The garden shed is placed in an area that during the spring snow thaw causes a barrier for drainage of water. The result was flooding of the residence basement twice in the Spring of 2009, Jacobson would like to move his shed to the rear of the property but does not have adequate set back footage to meet Ordinance #117A.  Jacobson is also requesting a variance to construct a deck on his house that will cross into the set back limit of R1 zoning in accordance to Ordinance #117A. Jacobson presented letters from the adjacent land owners stating no contest to the variance. Thomas made a motion to recommend the approval of the building permit requesting the variance for the shed and the deck, Bauer seconded the motion. Discussion: Thomas stated he had inspected the site and stated there is no other area for the garden shed and deck as the property is a skinny long lot, this lot is in the older part of town where the lots were not always uniform. Vote was called all approved, motion passed.  This action is pending publication of a public hearing for two consecutive weeks (July 22&29) and a public hearing to be held August 3, 2009, 4:30 pm.  
Richard Perkerewicz was present requesting for the number of parking spaces to be decreased for the Ordinance #117A requirement.  The building being proposed will not have large numbers of automobiles on site at one time. Klaudt made a motion to approve the building permit with the variance as stated for decreased parking, Bauer seconded the motion, Discussion: Thomas is concerned with the decrease in parking that will occur for the City building,  Vote  all approved motion passed. This action is pending publication of a public hearing for two consecutive weeks ( July 22&29) and a public hearing to be held August 3, 209 4:30.

David Lindell was present, representing Don Sorge. Mr. Sorge presented a preliminary plat to the Planning and Zoning Commission for re-plat of lot #14.  Block 4 Sundown Addition #4, Thomas made a motion to approve the preliminary plat re-platting lot #14 with Lots #13 and 7, Klaudt seconded the motion  all approved. This action is pending publication of a public hearing for two consecutive weeks (July 22&29) and a public hearing to be held August 3, 209 4:30.

David Lindell was present, representing Don Sorge. Mr. Sorge presented a request for variance to construct a building across the lot lines of Lots #7&#8 of Block 4, Sundown Addition #4 pending the site inspection and the meeting of all other set back requirements.  Thomas seconded the motion   all approved motion carried. This action is pending publication of a public hearing for two consecutive weeks (July 22&29) and a public hearing to be held August 3, 209 4:30.
