Commissioners present: Klaudt, Price, Thomas, Bauer, and Absent Retterath

Price called the meeting to order.

David Duchsherer representing Enerbase presented paperwork and a map for the Propane Tank project they would like to proceed with at the Hwy 200A and Hwy 83. Duchsherer information included certification by the State of ND that the tank is registered and certified to meet all of their requirements, hours of operation will be 7:30am-6:00pm, all valves are rated at 400 lbs. vapor pressure and the valves are inspected and replaced under State law every 3 years, they will have a contact board and training for the employees involved with the filling of tanks. Duchshere inquired with the State Fire Marshall about the Fire Protection code section 58 and was   told it changes so often it would be difficult to get a printed copy that will be correct. Washburn City Fire Chief was present and stated that the Fire Dept does not have any concerns with the placement of a propane tank at the Enerbase property.  The Fire Dept has some specially trained fireman for propane type fires. 
Thomas made a motion to recommend approval of the building permit for Enerbase to place a 30,000 gallon propane tank on their property in the City of Washburn, Klaudt seconded the motion,  “AYE” Klaudt, Thomas, Price “NAY”  none “ABSENT” Retterath, “ABSTAIN” Bauer.

Discussion on a possible new agriculture business on Hwy 83, Commission was questioned on sewer and water. City water is available on the site in question and due to no city sewer within 200 ft a septic system would be allowed with the understanding that if or when a  city sewer system is placed in the area the business would be required to hook up to the city sewer.
