Commissioner’s present, Retterath, Thomas, Klaudt, and Bauer, Absent Price.

Retterath called the meeting to order. 

Kollin Syverson was present representing Hawkins Chemical. They would like to construct a fence to surround their property as required by new Homeland Security code.  To construct the fence Hawkins would like to petition to vacate Hawkins Ave and Industrial Drive.   The Planning and Zoning Commission recommended to Syverson to speak to an attorney on preparing the documentation need to proceed with the vacation of the named street. Hawkins will be responsible for surveying the land, determining ownership, and purchasing of any lands that are not owned by Hawkins Chemical.


Todd Schreiner was present representing the McLean County Emergency Department. Due to the future demolition of the present McLean county Courthouse on which the present emergency radio tower is attached the McLean County Emergency Department will need to erect a new tower and in doing so will encroach on the height setback for the R1 Zone.  Schreiner is requesting a variance from the City of Washburn to allow the height encroachment of Zone R1 in Ordinance 117 A.  Planning and Zoning Commission recommended the procedure for the variance to begin. Schreiner was instructed to complete a variance application and gather signatures of all adjacent landowners of their feeling on this project. The City will publish the variance request and the public hearing date of February 14, 2011 at 12:00 pm at the Washburn City Hall in the Leader News for 2 consecutive weeks following the NDCC 40-47-04.

Commissioner Klaudt’s term is to expire 2011. Upon request from Klaudt and discussion of the Commission the City of Washburn will advertise for an interested resident to be appointed to this seat on the Planning and Zoning Commission.
