The City of Washburn presented an application for $25,000.00 to be used for engineering fees for Street Inventory:  Brunsell made a motion to approve the City of Washburn request of $25,000.00 for Street Inventory. Streifel seconded the motion. Discussion:  Kim Klaudt explained with the change of Engineering firms and the need for the street improvement. Toman Engineering would like to inventory the street for to create a plan for the Street Improvement project needed. This way the streets that are the most damaged will be repaired first and the Engineers will know what is present so they in turn can create a better plan for construction companies to repair the streets.
