One Cent Sales Tax Committee
Minutes

May 3rd, 2006

Meeting was called to order by Chair Elmer Miller.  Members present Kristie Frieze, Mark Streifel, Elmer Miller, Todd Schreiner, and Steve Martin.
Mark Streifel moved to approve the minutes from the February 2, 2006 meeting.  Todd Schreiner seconded the motion.  All approve.

Mark Streifel moved to accept the WAEDA request for $40,000 from the economic development designation.  Kristie Frieze seconded the motion.  All approve.

Steve Martin moved to accept the application of the Park Board for $20,900 for pool improvements and playground equipment from the infrastructure designation.  Kristie Frieze seconded the motion.  Streifel questioned where the playground equipment was going.  Schreiner stated that it would be for Riverside Park, and that additional funding would be coming from a possible grant and fundraiser called “Pennies for Parks”.  All approve.
Two applications were received for the repair of Unit 7724 fire engine.  The first application was from the Washburn Fire Department requesting $7,000 with the balance being requested from the City and the Washburn Rural Fire Protection District and other private entities.  The second application was from the Washburn Rural Fire Department requesting $4,200 to cover their portion of the cost of the repair.  The final bill received for the repairs of Unit 7724 was $10,522.33.  After a brief discussion it was decided to lump the requests into one because the requests exceeded the total cost of repairs.  Mark Streifel moved to fund the overhaul repairs to unit 7724 at $10,523.00 from the infrastructure designation.  Kristie Frieze seconded the motion.  The 40-40-20 split was discussed and Gene Bischke stated that this was not a part of the figuring for the application.  The $7,000 request was to pay for the repair with the remaining funds being requested from the city and or rural district. Steve Martin questioned if the departments are budgeting for major repairs, or will they always be requesting funds from sales tax.  Bischke stated that there is maintenance in the budget but not for major repairs like this.  The committee decided to modify the applications into one application from the fire department entities for the total cost of the repairs.  All approve.
Discussion followed concerning regulations for the committee concerning meeting times, a quarterly meeting, but emergencies come up.  The committee would like more time to look at the requests.  It was decided to leave meetings on an as needed basis, and when one request comes in a public announcement would be made of the meeting and additional requests must be in 3 weeks prior to that meeting.
Mark Streifel moved to adjourn.  Todd Schreiner seconded. All approve.
