Thomas opened public hearing for Peyer re-plat of Garden Drive Estates.

John Boustad of Boustad Properties asked what Peyer is planning on doing with this re-plat.  Dave Peyer explained that he wants to make each house that is build its each lot and parcel number.  This way when he builds his low-income housing complex that will have its own parcel.

Discussion:  Thomas states that he assumes that he really only needs 3 feet due to the roof.  Hendrikson advised according to Weber he wanted to put the walls over 4 feet.  Aye:  Kaiser, Patterson, Scholl and Thomas.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Price

Relator Mike Nelson with Adam Eckel advised the commission that Eckel is looking at purchasing a lot in Heritage Heights Pioneer Addition to place a modular home on a lot.  Also Eckel is looking at possibly purchasing Lot 4 of Block 6 from the City if they are willing to sell this lot.  Nelson advised that previously it was talked about using this as a City Park.  Thomas advised if the Park Board owns this property, this would be something to discuss with the Park Board.  Hendrikson advised not sure who currently owns this property, but would like into it.  Eckel advised it would take about 6-8 weeks for the home to be built.  Hendrikson advised that this would be a conditional use of the property.  A public hearing will be set for September 26th at 7:00 pm regarding the conditional use.
