Patterson called the Planning and Zoning meeting to order at 6:00p.m.

Kirk Vollmuth was present asking for a 5-foot front yard variance on Lot 1&2 Block 8 Heritage Heights-Pioneer Addition.  They are wanting to build an 8’ X 24’ deck off the front of their house.   Thomas asked the height of the deck.  Vollmuth approximately 20 inches.  After much discussion, Kaiser motioned to recommend moving forward with the public hearing process.  Carlson seconded.  All members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Bridgett Tweeten was present asking for a 25-foot yard variance on Lot 0 Blk 2 Tewkbury Addition and Lot 1-2 Blk 2 Jesser Addition.  They are wanting to build a 50’ X 30’ garage.  After much discussion, Carlson motioned to moved forward with the public hearing process after they have joined the two parcels.  Kaiser seconded.  All members present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Discussion on the addition of lot-joining to the ordinance.  The committee will come back with language for this change at their next meeting.  

Patterson has been asked about operating a business out of a home.  Multiple zoning districts permit allow home occupation.  Home occupation means any occupation which: (a) is carried on in a dwelling unit by members of the family; (b) is clearly secondary to the use of residential dwelling units; and (c) does not create excessive noise, traffic or conflict with adjoining uses.  Thomas stated this is a city commission issue.  This will be added to the next city commission meeting agenda.

Patterson adjourned the meeting at 7:42p.m.
