
Washburn Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting 
April 17, 2017 at 7:00pm 
Washburn City Hall 

Members present: Patterson, Kaiser, Oberg and Thomas
Members absent:  Scholl

Patterson opened the public hearing for Bill Pfaff. 

Patterson stated that Pfaff is requesting to change lot 2A In Rhude’s Second Addition from R1 to Commercial and request a conditional use permit for storage units.

Pfaff presented his plan to residents and the commission.  Pfaff plans on building a unit that is 40’x60’ with a total of 12 units and the units are two sided.  Pfaff stated that Washburn currently has 105 storage units already.  His units would run along 15th Street.  

Ziemann expressed his concern about the lot no longer being grass and this then creating water issues for him due to having a septic system with the extra run off of water.  Pfaff advised if needed, he would be willing to install a culvert to help with drainage issues.  

Yunker stated that he is again this request.  Yunker advised that he is fixing up his home and doesn’t want to have this storage unit hurt his homes re-sale value and worried about the increased traffic.  Also wants the lot to stay zoned residential.

Barnes stated she would like to keep the area residential, afraid that if this property turns to commercial, then they will have other commercial properties will move into the area that is currently residential.  

Thomas asked if there will be any outside storage allowed.  Pfaff said no parking or any outside storage of any kind.  

Barnes asked how many units could possibly be built on this property.  Pfaff advised a max would be up to 60 units, stated that they need to allow room for storage of the snow.  Pfaff advised they want to start small, as the business grows, they intend to build more.  

Patterson closed the public hearing.  

Patterson called the planning and zoning meeting to order.  

Pfaff withdrew his request for the zoning change and the conditional use permit due to the residents being against his request.
