Public Hearing Minutes

March 6th, 2007
The Washburn City Zoning & Planning Commission met on Tuesday, March 6th, 2007 at 6:30 pm in the Washburn City Hall.  The following commission members were present:  Klaudt, Vetter, Syverson, and Schwarz.  The following commission members were absent:  Van Hoorn.
Chairman Kim Klaudt called the meeting to order.  

Klaudt stated that this was a public hearing for input and protest to the extraterritorial zoning change request from Agricultural to Commercial/Residential on Lot 6, Block 3 of Auditors Platt, Geidd Subdivision.  

Klaudt read a letter of protest from adjacent landowners, Virgil and Deb Wisdom, Matt and Julie Broderick, and David Borlaug-Lewis & Clark Fort Mandan Foundation which stated that this is not the right place for an industrial zoned lot because it is mostly a residential area.
The City Auditor also received a call from Harry Basaraba another area landowner who was out of state.  Mr. Basaraba was not in favor of the allowing the zoning change.

Klaudt explained that the City needs to look very carefully at spot zoning and the ramifications it may have.  
David Borlaug stated that the Lewis & Clark Fort Mandan Foundation was not against the proposed kennel, but against the change to Industrial which opens that land to be used for almost anything.  He also suggested that Ms. Blair contact the WAEDA director and board to work with her to try and find a location which would be suitable for industrial use and a kennel.

Klaudt stated that by procedure the application would have to go to the City Commission and a ¾ vote in favor would be needed because of the protest from 20% or more of the adjacent landowners.  Ms. Blair stated that she it was not necessary to do this, as she believes it would not make a difference going to the City Commission.
