
Washburn Zoning & Planning Commission

Public Hearing & Meeting Minutes

April 12th, 2007
The Washburn City Zoning & Planning Commission met on Thursday, April 12th, 2007 at 6:30 pm in the Washburn City Hall.  The following commission members were present:  Klaudt, Syverson, Van Hoorn and Schwarz.  The following commission members were absent:  Vetter.  

Chairman Kim Klaudt called the meeting to order.  

Schwarz moved to approve the minutes from the 2-6-07, 3-6-07 and 3-26-07 meetings.  Syverson seconded the motion.  All Approve.

Klaudt asked the commissioners if they had any questions or concerns on the zoning change request application from Josh Goetz/TJ Nottestad of Lot 12, Block 1, Sundown Park First Addition from R-1 to R-2 for the purpose of constructing a twin home.  Nottestad is purchasing the lot from Goetz pending zoning change approval.  Klaudt then asked for questions or concerns from the audience.  Todd & Michelle Isaak asked if the zoning change would affect their property value and taxes.  Klaudt stated that it would not be a concern and it’s hard to tell if it would affect their property value, but with the apartments across the street he believed that it should not affect the value and it would not increase their property taxes.  The Isaaks also questioned whether this would affect the possibility of them putting an additional garage on their lot.  Klaudt explained that this would not in any way affect their lot and use.  The Isaaks would like to see that the variances that would be requested for the proposed layout be approved which would allow the twin home to be centered on the lot in a North-South direction and located on a 2:1 ratio from West-East direction on the lot.  Klaudt thanked the Isaaks for coming and stating their concerns.   City Auditor Frieze stated that there were no written protests received and no protests were heard at this meeting.  Schwarz made a motion ratify the recommendation made at the 3-26-07 meeting to the city commission to approve the request of a zoning change from R-1 to R-2 as no protests were heard.  Syverson seconded the motion.   Motion Passed unanimously.  Recommendation will be put on the April 16th City Commission agenda.
Van Hoorn moved to recommend the approval of the replat of Extraterritorial lots 1-A, 1-B, and 1-C, Block 3, Auditors plat, Giedd Subdivision.  Syverson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Recommendation will be put on the April 16th City Commission agenda.

Schwarz made a motion to appoint Dennis Van Hoorn to be the new chairman of the Zoning & Planning Commission.  Syverson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
