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The policy statement covers most snow removal operations, keep in mind that there may be cases where excessive amounts of snow may already be on the ground, severely complicating plowing operations. If this is the case, snow removal may take longer than average; also, there may be isolated areas that may take considerably longer to clear. This is an approximation, as far as timing is concerned with clearing the streets.

In the event that a snow storm is severe enough, that the snow removal equipment can't keep the emergency routes opened, the Public Works Department and/or Washburn City Council may determine to pull the equipment until it lets up.  If the county or state has closed roads and/or pulls their snow removal equipment in our area, The City of Washburn Snow Removal Employees may also be pulled. The information may be passed on to the public, through the city website & or Facebook page. 
1. With a normal snow fall (1" to 4", with little winds) it will take approximately 24 hours, to completely open all streets in the city. Snow removal for this type of snow event is expected to take place when the event has subsided. 
2. With a heavier snow fall (4" and up, with heavy winds) it will take approximately 48 hours, to have all streets completely opened, and intersections cleaned. Snow removal for this type of snow event is expected to start anytime the snow starts up to a 4” accumulation and continue until the event has subsided and all roads are cleared.
3. Snow removal will start as soon as possible, as determined by the Public Works Department. Work can start at any time of the day or night and will continue until completed. 
4. As soon as all streets are cleared, the sand trucks will start sanding intersections, not all intersections will be sanded if not necessary. 
Priorities as follows: (listing order does not indicate the order in which snow will be removed)
1. The first roads to be done will be the Snow Emergency Routes as follows:
· Main Avenue
· Fourth Avenue
· Main up Seventh Street
· Roughrider Road
· Progressive Drive
· Custer Drive
· Seventh Street to 6th Avenue to Northgate Road to US Hwy 200
· Border Lane to Case Street to Renner Road
2. Once the emergency routes are open the following will be done:
· Hills on 14th, 13th, 12th, 10th, 9th, 8th, 7th, 6th, and 3rd Streets
· Alleys
· Snow removal on Main Avenue
3. Residential routes-will be opened in no particular order
4. Lagoons, Parking Lots & Sidewalks
Clearing Sidewalks
Ordinance #133.  The City of Washburn requires that owners and occupants of properties that have a sidewalk, must clear the sidewalk of snow and ice, and shall after every snowfall clear the snow from the sidewalk within 24 hours. Violators may be cited into Municipal Court or the City of Washburn may clear the sidewalk at the property owner's expense and assessed to property. 
Parking Rules
Ordinance #60. PARKING LIMITS.  That no vehicle shall be parked longer than 24 hours on the entire length of Jewel Avenue (Main Avenue) in the City of Washburn.
Ordinance #121. PARKING LIMITS.  It shall be unlawful for anyone to park or leave standing on any public street or highway in the city any vehicle, trailer, or apparatus for a period longer than 48 hours consecutively, provided this section shall not include any area where a shorter time is provided for parking nor shall this section be construed to permit parking for a longer time than is provided in such areas.
Driveways & Mailboxes

Driveways & mailboxes may become impassable due to the snow removal operations.  When this occurs, it is the responsibility of the property owners to remove the snow from the driveway and the mailboxes.
Mailboxes are allowed to be placed in the public right-of-way for the convenience of mail delivery.  The City is not responsible for any mailbox that is damaged due to snow removal.


Throwing or blowing snow into/onto streets & alleys is prohibited

Ordinance #133.  DUMPING OF SNOW ON CITY STREET PROHIBITED.  It shall be unlawful to deposit on any street or public place any material which may be harmful to the pavement or surface thereof, or may do injury to any person, animal or property or render the same unclean or a nuisance.
Private Property snow removal

No person owning, occupying or using any private property in the city shall haul, move on to or dump on city owned property unless specific permission is granted following confirmation from city hall. No private contractors or residents will be allowed to collect &/ or dump any snow collected from a private area on the street, drainage ditches, right-of-ways or other public property unless specific permission granted & confirmed from city hall.
