Retterath called the meeting to order:

Mike and Shelly Lester were present due to a letter sent that Ordinance #117A states that a fence in the front yard shall be no higher than 5 feet. They presented a building permit that was signed by City employees. 

Thomas and M Price explained there are two requests on the permit and it was explained to the Lester’s that the building permit was for the china cabinet only and in the spring the fence would be addressed after the snow melted. 

Lester stated she was not told that information. 

C Price made a motion to recommend to the City Commissioners to allow the fence due to the miscommunication on issuance of the building permit application as an exception. Klaudt seconded the motion “AYE” 3 “NAY” 1 motion passed.

Discussion on the fence at the Degenstein property as they requested a 6 foot fence and the Planning and Zoning Commission had denied the request at the 5-01-09 meeting. Planning and Zoning will stand on the original decision and deny the request for a variance of the 6 foot fence in the front yard.
