May 1, 2009

Washburn City Zoning & Planning Commission met on May 1, 2009 at 7:00 am in the Washburn City Hall.  The following commission members were present:  Klaudt, Bauer, Thomas, Price and Retterath.

Retterath called the meeting to order.

The first order of business was a building permit with a variance for Jim Dutoit. Dutoit would like to build an entrance on to his residents but to do so will need an eight foot variance as the project will not comply with the City set-back standard. A letter from his neighbor (Mark Lelm) stating he did not have any objection to the project was present with his request and building permit. Thomas made a motion to recommend approval of the variance to the City Commission, Price seconded the motion all approved with the stipulation that Jim get the signatures of approval of his son and daughter that own the property.

Wayne Petersen presented maps of his property on Grand Coulee Drive. The issue he is concerned about is due to the road becoming a straight through road rather than a cul-de-sac. He is concerned with the front footage of his property where his residence is located and the small lot he owns that adjoins to the property. Petersen questions what was necessary to combine the two lots into one lot. David Lindell, the City Attorney, recommended that the area be re-platted and recorded.  M Price will contact Petersen to see how he would like to proceed.  
The United Methodist Church presented their plat for a new subdivision to the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Klaudt made a motion to recommend approval to the City Commission, Bauer seconded the motion all approved.
