Washburn Planning and Zoning Commission
October 2, 2012

The Washburn Planning and Zoning Commission held their regular meeting October 2, 2012 at the Washburn City Hall.  Commissioners present: Retterath, Morlock, Thomas, and Bauer absent: Price.

Retterath called the meeting to order.

Retterath opened the public hearing for the McLean County Shop yard a cold storage building.  Price reported all of the property owners within 150 feet were contacted and notified of the Public Hearing. John Renner was present representing  Elenora Renner, he asked the size of the building  and the placement .  Renner stated he had no problem with the project. 

Upon hearing n o other comments Retterath closed the public hearing.

Bauer made a motion to recommend an approval of the variance for McLean County cold storage to the Washburn City Commission.  Thomas seconded the motion, all approved.

Bauer would like to see a letter sent to the new owners of the recently auctioned Methodist Church on 6th street and 4th Avenue on what the intention of use of the building is and if the Planning and Zoning Commission can be of help. 

Jim Kaiser has volunteered to complete the term on the open seat on the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Bauer made a motion to recommend Kaiser to be appointed to the Planning and Zoning Commission at the next Washburn City Commission. Thomas seconded the motion, all approved.

Karen Winn was present to ask about the placement of a 6 foot fence in the front yard of a home on 4th Avenue.  Ordinance #117A states fences in the front yard must be 5 foot or less. The Planning and Zoning Commission advised her to have a 6 foot fence she would need a variance. She stated they would make it 5 feet in height.  Winn also asked about what is needed for the rehabilitation of the retaining wall. Winn does not know what type of materials they will be using or how the wall will be rebuilt. Commission recommended she comes back to a meeting when they decide what they are going to do.
