Board members present: Bickert, Olson, Knell, Laning, and Bickert Absent:  Hanson.

Meeting was called to order by Knell.

Trevor Leighty submitted an update on the construction project at the Painted Woods Golf Course. Construction is progressing nicely, 5 holes rough dirt work completed along with work on the greens and tee boxes.

WAEDA update: The Contract between WAEDA and Gary Satron has been terminated and the Board of Directors will be creating portfolios to divide up the areas of work. At this time they do not plan to re-hire the position of the Economic Director.  

Members of the WAEDA Board of Directors were present and stated that the Dollar Store that is working on opening in Washburn is looking at the flex pace buy down program from BND. The communities responsibility would be $30,000.00 over five years ($6,000.00 annually) .

Olson stated that with Gary Satron gone the $80,000.00 funded to WAEDA at the March 289, 2013 meeting is returned to the Sales and Use fund and a new request made for projects that are being considered.  Members of the WAEDA Board of Directors present objected to the return by stating the $80,000.00 was not just for his salary. Olson would like WAEDA to define where the funds are being used. Knell requested a plan revision as to where the money will be used.

Mike Nelson, WAEDA Chairman of the Board, stated he hopes that the WAEDA Board will turn the WAEDA organization around and become successful.

Bickert stated she would like to see WAEDA give quarterly updates with a financial update and progress plan at the September and December meeting of the Sales and Use Board.

City of Washburn fund update, the $250,000.00 funded to the City of Washburn for patching in 2012, was started in the fall; Tand Construction will be coming in as soon as the weather permits to finish the patching project.

Mike Nelson asked the Board what they would like to see WAEDA do. Bickert stated she would like to see support for the local businesses, possibly a focus group from local business to give suggestions.

Meeting adjourned.
