Retterath called the meeting to order 

Newly Voigt was present presenting Wagon Wheel Lumber, Wagon wheel lumber has purchased property along Highway 83 to be used for piers to build homes as they do on their present property.  Questions that arose in discussion;
· Are the piers considered a permanent structure?  Discussion was held on the interpretation of permanent structures and foundations “Pilings shall not be accepted as permanent structures” as stated in definition of permanent foundations. 
· Is the building of homes to be moved allowed in the Commercial zone or does it need to be Industrial Zone?
Bauer made a motion to begin the process to change the Commercial Zone to an Industrial Zone.  Bauer rescinded the motion and Commission agreed to table the subject until more information could be gathered


Brent Barnick was present to a resident/shop on property on Main Ave, it is now zoned R1. Brent will bring plans for the Commission to review and see if there are any issues with the project.

Ray Hager was present representing the City Commission, with questions on the building permit and changes they would like to see made. Retterath stated the City Commission can update the document to their needs. Bauer and Hager will work on changes and get back to the Planning and Zoning Commission and the City Commission.
