Thomas opened the public hearing to address the request for a conditional use permit by Industrial Lubricant to move a temporary trailer for office space to the property.  Price stated letters had been sent to all property owners within the 150 feet of the property and had not received any public comment in the City Office.

Cory Lawson sent a letter to Planning and Zoning on purchasing land near his property. Planning and Zoning stated they do not deal with land purchases it must go to the City Commission.

MPrice was advised to send a letter to Peter Jensen stating all siding and outdoor construction must be completed on the house on 2nd Ave by Nov 15, 2014. Also to complete the project he will need to purchase a new building permit.

Darren Lester has volunteered to be appointed to the open seat on the Planning and Zoning Commission.
