Price opened the Public Hearing for the variance request from The Lewis and Clark  Fort Mandan Foundation. Application, correspondence and drawings provided by the Lewis and Clark Fort Mandan Foundation were reviewed. No Public opinion to the project was present. John Renner was present to present a preliminary plat for a subdivision on the W1/2 of NW ¼ of 13-144-82, zoned agricultural.  Bauer made a motion to recommend approval of the preliminary plat to the Washburn City Commission with the changes of the 2 areas to be one subdivision, Thomas seconded the motion,  Roll Call VOTE “AYE” Bauer, Thomas, Price,  “ANY” none “ABSENT” Retterath, Klaudt. Motion carried.
