Discussion was held with the following reason given for the denial, this area is Rural Residential and set-up for the building of single family homes, Gruenich was given a building permit in 2008 that was supposed to have a living quarter but he did not build one that area in the shop he constructed, Bauer made a motion to recommend the building permit to the City Commission with a letter of intent from the property owner and signatures of surrounding property owners that they do not object to the building. Roll Call Vote “AYE” Thomas, Bauer, Morlock, Retterath, “NAY” none, “ABSENT” Price.  

Variance request to encroach on the setback at 526 2nd Avenue, Thomas made a motion to start the process of a Public Hearing for the request, Morlock seconded the motion  All approved.
